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Introduction

The relationship between economy and politics has for some time been the
subject of extensive research and heated debate for both historiography and
the social sciences. The now seminal work of Karl Polanyi challenged the
liberal conception of homo economicus’ “natural” behavior and emphasized
the historicity of contemporary “market economy”. One of its main points is
that the emergence of national markets was not the result of a progressive,
spontaneous emancipation of economic activity from government control, but
instead the result of conscious intervention by governments, which favoured
the creation of markets for non-economic reasons.’

For almost the entire 20th century, the discussion was usually conducted in
terms of the duality “state versus markets”. In regards to the state, studies and
discussions have focused on the issue of state interference in contemporary
economy—that is, the rise of statism from the end of the 19" century, in the
form of direct intervention or involvement of the state in the economy, as well
as regulatory intervention in the market. In regards to the markets—beyond the
classical Marxist position on the given “class affinities” of the state—the issue
that has mainly been examined is the methods by which market players are able
to influence the decisions of political authorities.

In the era of globalization, the forceful revival of the neo-classical school of
economics and the mass adoption of so-called neo-liberal policies by developed
countries, as well as the defeat of great expectations during the recent crisis
period, has rekindled the fire of the discussion concerning the relationship
between politics and economics. On the one hand, the dominant narrative of
free market supporters asserts the autonomy of the economic realm, diminishes
and denigrates the role of the public authority and proclaims the withdrawal of
the state from any intervention in the economy. On the other hand, the massive
transnational flows of capital with the rise of powerful global financial networks
imply a shift of power from the state, and even transnational organizations,
towards the independent players in the international markets.

The criticism of neoclassical economic theory by social scientists and
historians, as well as by non-conventional economists, has revived, casting
doubts on the division between state and market, politics and economics—*“a
divide that has been, perhaps, more of an analytical utopia than a historical
reality”. In studying diachronically income inequality, Thomas Piketty recently

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demonstrated that “the history of the distribution of wealth is always a deeply
political history and cannot be summarized on the basis of purely economic
mechanics.” The ongoing development of globalization, in any case, constitutes
“from many standpoints a political creation” and is not merely a “spontaneous
product of free markets or new technologies”* Most economists, however,
exclude politics from their arguments, often regarding it to be simply an
undesirable annoyance in the “pure” logic of the market.’

It has been convincingly argued that, in the modern era, economic behavior,
the behavior of individuals in the “market”, has not ceased to be determined
by social and ideological factors and does not obey only the commands
of rational choice, even while the discussion is still open as to how exactly
these social determinants operate.® Economic transactions, in their simplest
form, “presuppose a founding contract, or a prior choice amongst alternative
contracts, all of which do not adhere to the realm of commercial equilibrium,
but refer to mental representations and social relations.” Some economists,
turning to history, have sought precisely to “denaturalize” the notion of the
market economy and to study the changing institutional environment and
business organization in relation to economic behavior.® The “discovery” of a
variety of capitalisms has highlighted the weight of history and of institutions
in the formation of politico-economic regimes and the methods by which
“markets” function.® Approaches based on institutional theory have shown that
the “markets” cannot exist without a public authority that defines the terms of
transactions.’® Finally, the belief of free market advocates that the involvement
of the state can only be detrimental has been convincingly refuted: contrary to
that belief, in the USA as in Europe, the contribution of the state to promoting
new technologies and opening new markets has been decisive."

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Consideration of these issues was the subject of the International Conference
on Markets and Politics: Private interests and public authority (18%-20% centuries),
which was organized by the Greek Economic History Association in collaboration
with the Department of History, Archeology and Social Anthropology at the
University of Thessaly in 2012, during a period when, due to the crisis affecting
Greece and other European countries, discussion of these issues was particularly
intense. The goal of the Conference was to discuss the relationships between
the two realms (Politics and Economics), from a historical perspective, as well as
to promote the connection, or reconnection, of Economic and Political History,
a connection largely ignored in the prior period of development of Economic
and Social History. Both branches of historiography have much to gain from a
renewed dialogue between them.

The texts selected for inclusion in this volume manifest great diversity,
something predictable when dealing with studies, the majority of which come
from historians. The common thread linking them all is the attempt, for different
eras and locales, to analyze the indissoluble web of economic activities and
political processes, as manifest either in the form of interconnections and
relationships between the two fields, or in the form of mutual pressures and
influences between organized private interests and politicians, or in the form
of political interventions and market regulation, or, finally, through the “game
of mirrors” between economic theories and economic policies. These were the
axes proposed in the Conference’s introductory text. In this volume, the texts
have been arranged into four sections based on the chief common features
manifest in their final, completed versions. The presentation that follows
focuses on these common features.

In the first section Shaping the markets: Ideas and institutions, the articles
focus on the ideological, cultural and institutional dimensions shaping economic
behavior and economic policy. From the standpoint of the history of economic
thought, Nicholas Theocarakis traces the paths taken by the concept of the
“market” in the works of preeminent scholars, up to its total liberation from
any social determination, which occurred in marginalist theory at the end of the
19 century. While up to that point, economists dealt with the binary options of
economy and politics in a more or less unitary fashion,'? and while even classical
economic theory recognized some role for the state, things appeared differently
according to the “marginalist revolution”, as crystallized in neo-classical theory.
The latter regarded the market as an autonomous, class-neutral, apolitical
mechanism for the distribution of resources, the proper functioning of which
required the absence of state intervention, that is to say, of politics.

The consequences of this market independence are manifest in the forging
of contemporary economic policy, a matter discussed by George Argitis and

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Athanassios Koratzanis. The authors follow the transition from the Keynesian
to the neo-liberal macroeconomic model and the reorganization of the global
financial system, owing to which a structure of power emerged that was able
to influence political decisions through the control of financial resources. By
allowing as its central goal the maintenance of inflation at low levels, the
theoretical framework for the policies followed promoted the independence of
central banks and the adoption of mechanistic means for determining monetary
policy, thus creating an environment immune to political intervention. The
authors see a parallel in these developments with what has been termed “new
constitutionalism”, the global trend, that is, of the transfer of power —mainly on
issues pertaining to the protection of rights— from representative institutions
to judicial authorities, thus “insulating ... policymaking from the vicissitudes
of democratic politics”.’™ Concluding with a check on the effectiveness of this
model in relation to the achievement of stability and development, the authors
maintain that, to the contrary, it gives birth to financial crises and speculative
phenomena, and threatens to lead economies into recession.

Polykarpos Karamouzis’ contribution is rather unusual. It opens the hard-
to-access chapter on the role of religious culture in the development of the
modern economy, a chapter which, as is well-known, was inaugurated by Max
Weber. Karamouzis focuses mainly on the special institutional role assumed
by the Orthodox Church of Greece by means of its identification with the
newly created Greek state in the 19% century. Identifying the religious and the
national, the church propounded conformity with political authority, the ethical
nature of economic activity and a total package of religious rules that formed
a “formal religiosity” that functioned as a “social and political code” rather than
as a tool for the shaping of a “closed community of the faithful.” In this context,
the Church frequently facilitated, and at times openly supported the choices
of the state for the development of a capitalist economy, and accepted social
inequalities, while advancing as an offset philanthropy and good works, as well
as the rectification of injustices in the afterlife.

Christos Desyllas’” article presents a typical example of market institution
building, in this case of the pawnshop, which was founded in 1630 in Venetian
Corfu. The purpose of this mediating institution was to deal with the scarcity
of money, to bring order to the local market and to regulate interest rates. At
the same time, with the requisite legislative framework, it established the rules
for lending, adopted transparent processes and strict criteria that established
confidence and contributed to limiting usurious practices. As a counterpoint, the
article presents in a nutshell the introduction of the institution of the “Advocate
of the Poor” by the British administration in 1827, namely an initiative seeking
to legitimate political authority and achieve social coherence.

The second section named State and markets brings together case-studies

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examining direct state interference with the “markets”. Dimitris Dimitropoulos’
article documents a case of a direct state interference to the market, by
focusing on the meat supply system as developed in Ottoman Constantinople.
According to this system animal breeders were obliged to sell sheep meat to the
city’s butchers at preset prices that were much lower than market prices. It was
organized by the leaseholder of the quasi-tax (the “tzelepiko”), usually a powerful
local official who, using a network of his own people, collected the livestock and
secured its transport. Market prices for the sheep by the animal breeders and
the level of their tax obligations were set arbitrarily, or sometimes through
negotiation. Clearly, violence and power relationships were the constituent
elements of this system, as well as the possibility of high profitability for those
who administered it (in this case, Ali Pasha, vizier of loannina at the beginning
of the 19% century).

In the contemporary period, certain markets, such as the arms market, have
the state as their privileged client. Stratos Dordanas deals with the morphology
of this market under the conditions that existed at the beginning of the 20™
century, on the eve of the Balkan Wars, during which the Greek state sought to
acquire military equipment in order to reorganize the land army and the navy. In
this case, the players were few and the market an oligopoly, while the involvement
of politics was self-evident. The author analyzes the competition between
Germany and France and the intra-German industrial competition between the
Krupp and Ehrhardt firms, as well as the involvement of diplomats from both
sides. For certain, a degree of competition in the free market sense was at work,
since the two German companies renewed their increasingly attractive offers
in order to penetrate the Greek market, while somewhat later, other companies
from other countries secured smaller supply sales. Nonetheless, decisions were
made largely based on political criteria, manifesting a preference for France,
both in the period 1907-09 and on the eve of the Great War.

The presence of Ehrhardt, predecessor to today’s Rheinmetall, connects
those events with the present period, since that company recently appeared
on the Greek front pages over issues of corruption. In the period examined
by Dordanas, we observe that the practice of bribing appears to have been
more difficult, since the negotiations and choices took place at the highest
governmental level. A question that remains open for future research is whether
the explanation for the still limited phenomemon of corruption, lies in the still
low level of government bureaucracy, experts and intermediaries of all sorts at
the start of the 20" century.

As analyzed by Giulio Mellinato, the state involvement in interwar Italy’s
maritime sector also took place on the basis of political criteria. Italy’s older
imperialist ambitions, a culture of state intervention that had already developed
in the country before WWI, but also the emergence of entrepreneurial and
managerial forces holding technocratic and nationalistic views and linking
their interests to a prospectively strong national state, supported active state
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involvement in fascist Italy’s economy, serving, indeed, as a model for other
countries. In Greece, for instance, we know that Mussolini enjoyed certain
esteem from a section of the political world. The active involvement of the state
in the maritime sector began in 1926 with Tsiano’s reforms, which promoted the
construction of new ships, with meager results, however, for ship companies.
The obligatory merging of firms at the start of the 1930s followed, after they
were subordinated to the banks, leading, finally, to the creation of an integrated
state company, Finmare, a development comparable to that which led, one year
later in the industrial sector, to the creation of IRI (Istituto di Riconstruzione
Industriale).” However, the Finmare “system”, which was abolished only in 1999,
survived the fall of fascism, thanks to the exclusive control of the domestic
maritime market, until the asymmetrical development of the Italian economy
made financing from public resources unprofitable.

Even though complete state control of major economic sectors is today
considered irreversibly outmoded, nonetheless the state’s role in the creation
of new markets is by no means rare or insignificant, even though for the
business community, particularly the American one, any political intervention
is “inimical to a sound economy and incompatible with a free society.”® The
next three contributions in this section present contemporary examples of such
a creative, in a certain sense, involvement of the state in the economy. Spyros
Dimanopoulos examines the development of mass tourism in the region of
Heraklion, Crete from the middle of the 1960s, with the support from the state.
Through the Greek National Tourist Organization (EOT), the state created the
framework for tourist service specifications, built the first model hotel complex
of a new type (the Xenia, 1964), secured technical-economic studies, approved
loans, etc., to the benefit of private individuals, but also maintained a positive
climate for tourism, along with aspirations for high profitability. These conditions
attracted businessmen from other regions of Greece or local businessmen who
had no previous experience in tourism. Hotel units were created with complex
architectural plans (bungalows), with a variety of additional services for dining,
entertainment, bathing, beauty concerns, etc., along with modern forms of
business organization.

The case presented by George loannidis concerns the creation of a new
market “out of nothing”. This was the case of the continuing education market,
which was created at the end of the 1980s with the commendable collaboration
of public institutions (national and European programs), which secured the
funding, and private businesses, the Centers for Professional Training — KEK.
The manner in which, in its first phase, this market was formed, eventually
numbering thousands of businesses in the mid-1990s, is a typical example of

the mimicry, characterising Greek entrepreneurship and the tendency towards
the fragmentation of resources on the part of the state, in order to satisfy
a multiplicity of candidates. The imposition of specifications and certification
processes in the second phase, under pressure from the European Union,
“cleaned up” the market, but in a manner that discouraged concentration and
monopolization. Moreover, the recent “market liberalization”, in 2005, failed to
eliminate smaller centers, although their training programs proved inefficient,
particularly with regard to the job market. Of interest in this case is that neither
of the two sides, public and private, appeared to gain control, with the result that
the morphology of this particular market bore the stamp of both. The private
businesses attempted to bypass the laws, while the public authorities operated
along the lines of “adjusting” to the forces that the new market released.
Yannis Caloghirou deals with the key issue of the state’s role in advancing
new information and communication technologies (ICT). In the Greek case,
this role was decisive in regards to the timely apprehension of the issues and
strategic choices at the leadership level. In a timely fashion, the conversion
of the telephone network from analog to digital was decided (1977), and a
National Strategy was proposed for the development of informatics in Greece
(1983); also, the introduction of informatics in administration and training
was in the ascendance in the 1990s, and a major program was devised for
the utilization of ICT to the benefit of all users. However, the weaknesses of
the public administration resulted in the state itself being a negative factor
in the results, due to the large gaps that occurred between the decisions and
their implementation and the lengthy bureaucratic vicissitudes the projects
experienced. The author also identifies weaknesses in the entrepreneurial realm,
since information technology firms found it difficult to transform themselves
“from sellers of finished products (box movers) to designers of complex
systems.” Finally, as to the users, whose role is important in the development of
ICT, the evaluation is ambivalent, as the author observes through his research
“a facility when it comes to the wide dissemination of technology in the form
of final products, but a difficulty in its deepening, assimilation and functional
utilization of complex processes.” In other words, technological change on such
a scale as that of ICT depends on the availability and possibilities of the society.
The third section (Business and politics) collects together texts that deal with
the relations between businesses and the political order. The possibilities and
means of influencing political decisions available to the business world ranges
from networks (personal to social), lobbying groups, economic support (election
campaigns, political parties, etc.), including bribery. A recent American study
of this issue showed that securing favorable treatment for a business through
relations of confidence, when based on locality, familial relations, friendly
personal networks, etc., is a far more usual practice than the bribery of officials,
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while organized lobbying is more effective than election campaigns’ financing.'

The importance of social affinity is clearly shown in the case of the large
landowners in the Habsburg empire, which is analyzed by Kostas Raptis. Despite
tremendous social and political changes in this empire after 1848, the landed
aristocracy managed to maintain the principle of entailed property, which
favored the maintenance of large landholdings and many of the privileges—
such as its privileged status in parliament, at least until 1907 (when universal
male suffrage was established) and the privileged access, as well, to government
positions—while at the same time they adapted to the capitalist economy,
by means of participating in industrial, as well as other firms. Even after the
First World War, when, to a various degree, radical agricultural reforms were
implemented in countries which emerged from the dissolution of the empires,
the upper aristocracy saved, to a significant degree, their possessions, mainly in
Austria (and partially also in Hungary and Czechoslovakia). The social affinity of
the landed aristocracy with the political order prior to 1918 in fact, the nobility
dominated the parliament, while 23 of the 26 prime ministers of Austria from
1867 to 1918 derived from their class and their social influence at a local and
regional level after the dissolution of the empire appears to have been the most
important factors in their ability to survive.

A different case in the relations of politics and business is explored by
Sophia Laiou. Here the relationship of an Ottoman official, the Kapoudan Pasha,
with a non-muslim subject to the Ottoman rule, captain Georgios Voulgaris, a
relation involving, among other things, business activities as well, transcended
established social distances. This is the reform era of Selim the Third, during
which the involvement of state officials in economic activities was considered
legitimate and, in fact, took place under the control of the central authority,
apparently nourishing the state treasury. The interest of the case lies mainly
in the overlapping of political power and economic activity, consistent with the
total logic of the Ottoman system and with the control exercised by the state
over the economy. From captain of the Ottoman fleet, Voulgaris would become
kotzabasis of Hydra and a ship owner, thanks to the support of his boss, while
the accounts of the Kapoudan Pasha showed both monetary compensation for
services to his clientéle and profits from purely business activities, such as his
shares of ships and commerce.

In the case of 19" century Portugal, the relations between the state and
business, as they developed in the railroad sector, examined by Hugo Silveira
Pereira, are defined by the country’s dependence on external borrowing and
foreign investment. This factor, combined with the strong will of the Portuguese
government in the decade of the 1850s to provide the country with railroads
“at all costs”, was exploited by foreign investors who undertook the projects,
using their connections with the lending countries and, more specifically, taking

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advantage from the support they enjoyed from political and financial authorities,
primarily English and French. In four episodes, relating to the construction of
a like number of rail lines, the author analyzes the constant frictions between
the country’s government and the project contractors, three English and one
Spanish with a French-financed firm, which delayed the projects, failed to
meet their obligations, sought modifications of their contracts, and frequently
threatened the government through their contacts with financial markets in
London and Paris.

The contribution of Christos Tsakas shows, on the other hand, how fragile
the close personal relationship of businesses and governments can be. While
the case he explores concerns an anomalous period, Greece’s April 21 of 1967
dictatorship, the conclusion has broader application. As he writes: “Markets
and politics are a relational process,” without a given outcome. When the
hard-line military faction under Dimitris loannides overturned Georgios
Papadopoulos in November 1973, they also upset entirely the relations which
Papadopoulos maintained with some of the more prominent Greek tycoons.
Advancing rhetoric of ethical opposition to corruption, the new regime revoked
the consignment to Stratis Andreadis for the construction of a refinery, which
in 1972, the previous junta government had made on favorable terms. The
new junta also made aggressive moves against other major business groups
(Onassis, Vardinoyannis, Tsatsos), including strict measures limiting businesses
(price controls, a minimum level of own capital, abolition of export incentives,
special tax on construction works, etc.). The author connects this change in the
stance of the dictatorship towards the business class with the economic crisis
that manifested itself in high inflation at the end of 1973.

Analyzing the complexity of the societies of sub-Saharan Africa, where tribal
structures came first into contact with colonialism and subsequently with the
independent nation-state, Nicolas Metaxides and Fabrice Akono show how
purely political conditions weigh on the way in which economic players function
in recently-formed countries which have had a traumatic past. The relationship
between the business world and the state took shape through the heritage of
the colonial state, which tried to create a local Western-oriented elite, as well
as a post-colonial independent state, which adopted the same volunteerism
serving development, sought to control the management of wealth-producing
resources and created its own clientele networks, utilizing the traditional social
structures of diverse ethno-cultural groups and strengthening the mutual
penetration of political personnel and economic players.

The papers of the fourth section (Business, politics and societal challenges)
examine the relations of markets and politics, by integrating also in this context
issues regarding social trends, demands and conflict. The case explored by
Angelos Chotzidis confirms an old truth—namely, that no political authority, to
the degree at least that it is not a regime of raw violence, can ignore the limits
of the population’s endurance. In the Ottoman empire at the end of the 19*
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century and the beginning of the 20, the attempt on the part of the European-
controlled debt administration to levy public revenues, which had been
committed for the repayment of the country’s external debt, met with repeated
opposition from the groups being taxed—and in particular the farmers—as
well as from Ottoman government and the local authorities which supported
it and which manifested particular laxity even in the control of contraband.
These conditions, which in fact worsened when, with the rise of the neo-Turks
to power, the nationalist element crept in more emphatically, can easily be
compared to the current problems which Greece is facing in its relations with
its creditors.

The problem that preoccupies Nikos Potamianos is how various types of
businessmen reacted to the legislated labor market reforms in Greece during
the first half of the 20™ century, and what consequences these had on their
structure. He finds that reforms, such as the imposition of the Sunday holiday,
health standards in shops and factories, and limitation of hours of work
found mainly small employers in opposition, while large employers frequently
accepted them, in alliance, in fact, with their workers. Against the protest of
small businessmen, the state, while not suspending labor laws, significantly
softened the oversight of their implementation, particularly for small shops,
which were in any case less visible to the Labor Inspector than were the large
units. Finally, the declared “modernizing” intentions of the labor legislation
adopted by the Venizelos government resulted merely to burdening large
employers. In the case of the bakeries, according to the author, the government
consciously supported the creation of large units (with the aim of reducing the
price of bread in a period of great poverty among the popular classes), and it
finally made a compromise with the opposing small bread producers imposing
a new legislation that transformed bakeries into a form of closed profession.
So state intervention here appears to have adapted itself to the fundamental
tendencies of the social body.

Angeliki Nikolaou studies the negotiations that took place between the
state, business and labor organizations around the issue of labor management
at the port of Volos between 1930 and 1934. A central issue was keeping in
force the existing system of rotating the labor of dockworkers, as desired by
the workers, while the employers sought to implement a system of work by
lot. In a period of rising unemployment and, consequently, of sharpening social
tensions, the government appeared initially to support the position of the
protesting workers. Faced with pressure from employers and press publicity
the government answered by outbidding: it proposed taking on the issue by
establishing a state Labor Office at the port. The employers retreated post-
haste, accepting the maintenance of a system of labor rotation controlled by the
labor organizations. The episode reveals the contradictory stance of businesses
in face of the rise of statism, but also confirms the view that pressures from
organized groups cannot easily succeed in obtaining political decisions that are
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to the detriment of wider constituencies."’

Vassilis Manousakis’ article deals with a period of special circumstances,
that of the Second World War and the Occupation, when neither markets
nor politics functioned in a normal manner. He, nonetheless, raises issues of
interest for every era and locale pertaining to the legitimization of the business
world, as well as its stance in relation to the radicalization of public protest.
The ethically controversial choice of businesses to continue to function under
the German Occupation appears to have been universal in Europe. The author
compares Greece to Belgium: In Greece, there was no collective understanding
as to the stance of industrialists in relation to the occupiers, while in Belgium,
the business world set terms and guidelines on economic cooperation. The
existence of standards, the funding of (rightwing) resistance organizations
towards the end of the occupation, the entire management of the rise of
leftwing forces, saved most businessmen from the charges of collaboration
after the liberation, but also avoided civil war. In Greece, by contrast, the fear
of communism, as the Resistance developed, pushed many businessmen into
collaboration with the occupiers, while after the liberation, the condemnation
of economic collaboration was in practice suspended after the 1946 election,
followed by the Civil War.

The importance of the social image and the prestige of businessmen is
raised by llias Bissias and Katerina Papakonstantinou. The image of the
Greek businessmen, particularly of the more wealthy, namely the ship owners,
was blackened in particular due to their close collaboration with the junta
regime (1967-1974), but also due to the large number of shipwrecks that the
Greek fleet had suffered during the entire decade of the 1960s. Informed of
the situation after the fall of the junta, the ship owners undertook a radical
renewal of the leadership of the Ship Owners Association and pursued a public
relations’ strategy with the aim of rectifying their public images, gaining access
to the means of information and communication with the wider public. In this
campaign, they adopted novel forms of public relations, which the authors
analyze.

In conclusion, all the texts in the volume attempt to analyze aspects of
the historical development of a multi-level relationship, the relationship of
Economy and Politics, using evidentiary tools without simplistic generalizations.
Despite the predictably selective and fragmentary nature of the approaches,
the historical studies of this volume energize critical thinking regarding an issue
—Economy and Politics related to today’s systemic crisis and are therefore more
topical than ever.

The market as default mechanism:
A history of economic thought
perspective

Introduction

In a conference on markets and politics | was invited to speak as an economist.
| do not know if this was a wise decision from the part of the organizers, since
economists have a very peculiar way of viewing the relationship between
the two. There is an inherent bias in economics, starting with the advent of
political economy in the 18™ century, to consider the market as the default
mechanism to explain economic phenomena. All other concepts are analysed
with the “market” as a reference point and are theoretically subject to it. There
is no “embeddedness” of the markets in the analysis of society. The attempt
of political economy to construct itself as a scientific discipline and to move
away from the prescriptive tenets of mercantilism may have been the initial
reason why the analytical over-reliance on the market became the mainstay
of political economy. It was, however, after the dominance of neoclassical
economics in the late 19" century that the role of the markets as a mechanism
for optimal allocation of resources with legitimatory implications for income
distribution was intensified. Criticisms that were raised regarding the ability
of the markets to fulfil this role were internalised within the market paradigm.
Eventually, a “theory of politics” and organisational structures was treated with
tools that have been developed within a market framework. At a later stage the
imperialism of economics attempted to contaminate other social sciences with
their paradigm, with its methodological individualism and rational behaviour
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of agents that was the standard tool of analysing an ideal timeless exchange
between economic atoms operating in an impersonal and ahistorical market.

Pre-classical economic thought

The very name of political oeconomy almost belies such an assertion.
Etymologically, oikovopia in its original Greek meaning denotes the conscious
management of resources of an estate by a steward or an agent. In the
pseudo-Aristotelian Economics the distinction is being made between royal,
satrapic, political and private economy, with “political economy” meaning the
management of the public finances of polis, the city-state. Andreas Andreades
(1930) justly complained that the term “political economy” should have been
used to describe the field of public finance rather than of economic theory,> while
the first book that bore the name “political economy” in its title — the Traicté
d’ceconomie politique (1615) by Antoine de Monchrestien- was a mercantilist
tract that bore little relation to the concept of a free market. It was rather a plea
to the king (and the queen mother) to further particular mercantile interests.
Indeed, in the prescientific stage of economic theory mercantilism started with
the notion of the good of the state, the pursuit of “power and plenty”, and its
economic analysis was based more on the actions of the prince, rather than on
the operation of free market agents. Even the concept of the market was more
directed to international markets — and their “vent” - rather than to the internal
market as a unifying mechanism. Quite aptly, Eli Heckscher (1935) described
mercantilism as a stage in economic policy, while Gustav Schmoller paid short
shrift to the economic doctrines of mercantilism to argue that “in its innermost
kernel it is nothing but state making — not state making in a narrow sense, but
state making and national-economy making at the same time”>

Before the mercantilists, in the economic theory of the ancient Greeks,
even though Aristotle in the Nicomachean Ethics makes exchange [aAAayn]
the prerequisite of kowwvia, which can be rendered either as society or as
association, and emphasizes the role of exchange as the connective tissue of
society, the analysis of voluntary exchange forms part of a theory of justice. In
Aristotle’s Politics oikovopikn is analysed as a part of the science of politics, since

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the oikog is a constituent part of the néAig.* There is clearly “embeddedness”
of economics. Scholastic doctrines on economics, with the partial exception of
the Salamanca School, emphasized the ethical aspects of the exchange and the
need for setting a just price that would preserve the existing social hierarchy.®
In Natural Law Philosophy, of which Hugo Grotius (1625) and Samuel Pufendorf
(1673) are the main representatives, an explanation of price setting is effected
within the framework of contract theory.®

The path to classical political economy

The beginning of the change to a theory that was taking shape in early 18%
century came with a reaction to Louis XIV’s mercantilist policies. Pierre Le Pesant,
sieur de Boisguilbert, with whom according to Marx,” classical political economy
began in France, discussed the role of interactions of a number of professions,
from bakers to actors, within the context of free trade and argued that [market]
equilibrium is “the sole guarantor of general opulence”?® Physiocratic doctrine,
exemplified through Quesnay’s Tableau ceconomique (1758), suggested that
laissez-faire (a phrase also used by Boisguilbert)® leads to optimal natural
results. Variations of the Tableau, in Mirabeau’s Ami des hommes (1762), were
used to demonstrate the deleterious effects of government intervention. At a
more scientific level, Jacques Turgot, attempted to show in the Reflexions (1769-
1770) and Valeur et monnaies (1769), how a system of markets may operate in
determining the price of goods. At the political level Turgot (1776), when in
power, attempted to curb the power of the guilds (jurandes) and to deregulate
the price of corn with disastrous results. The regulation of the market for
grain was a hotly debated issue in this period. Ferdinando Galiani (1770) in his
vituperative attack on the Physiocrats suggested that those who argued for the
harmony of the markets and the achievement of equilibrium disregarded the

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time element and that the failure of the state to intervene in the grain market
would lead to famines.®

But the market was not autonomous yet. Sir William Petty in late 17" century
attempted to show how a proper market for non-homogeneous commodities
(diamonds) can be constructed, while as late as the turn of the 19*" century
Condillac’s (1794-5) treatise bore the title Le commerce et le gouvernement
considérés relativement ['un a l'autre, only to come out in favour of free trade.
Sir James Steuart in 1767, describes markets but in relation to government: “|
set out by distinguishing government from political oeconomy; calling the first
the power to command, the second the talent to execute. Thus the governor
may restrain, but the steward must lead, and, by direct motives of self-interest,
gently conduct free and independent men to concur in certain schemes
ultimately calculated for their own proper benefit.”"' The government must thus
set the rules by which self-motivated free men will achieve the common good.

For the early theorists it was important to show, that even though in
the sphere of politics government may be necessary, freedom of action in
the economic sphere would not lead to adverse results. On the contrary, by
simplifying the action of the state (e.g., Vauban’s (1707), dime royale and the
imp6t unique of the Physiocrats) and letting commerce unfettered, a better
result would ensue. This was no mean feat for the mindset of the times and in
order to show how this could be achieved they gave to markets a centrality in
their theoretical schemes which was almost never questioned. Apart from the
reaction to mercantilists policies, a reaction which in France was pronounced
but which was also the brainchild of theorists with little anchoring on class
interests, there was a second imperative which gave markets their prominence
as an explanatory scheme: as it has been often observed, the transparency of
the allocation of resources and the distribution of the surplus was dimmed
in the new economy. In pre-capitalist modes of production surplus extraction
was effected though political means. Not so in the new economy and society.
There was, therefore, a need to show how the economy was organized and
the distribution of labour and of surplus effected.’? The scholastics in their
ruminations on Aristotle and the just price have suggested that the value of
a thing was determined by labour and cost. Now, in a new political economy,
it has been suggested that labour is what is being exchanged, and implicitly,
that labour is allocated through commercial exchange (Benjamin Franklin 1729,
Josiah Tucker 1755). The notion has been already suggested, however obliquely,
by Thomas Hobbes (1651), John Locke (1689) and partly by the Natural Law

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philosophers [Grotius (1625), Pufendorf (1673)]."* Eighteenth century political
economy, even without a labour theory of value, suggested also a notion of a
natural price obeying natural laws.

Classical political economy

Through Adam Smith the concept of labour transforms the tradition of
natural law philosophy (Grotius-Pufendorf-Carmichael-Hutcheson)'* into a more
or less coherent explanation that (a) suggests a labour theory of value as the
bedrock of political economy, (b) explains the division of labour and transforms
it into a dynamic principle of economic growth and (c) advocates that a -
properly constructed- notion of self-interest leads through market transactions
to the promotion of the interest of society, even if the consequences of such
an operation are unintended (“invisible hand).'® For Smith the division of labour
which is responsible for the growth in the productivity of labour is due to
the “propensity to truck, barter, and exchange one thing for another”.'® It is
through the possibility of market exchange that resources are allocated and
labour organized in the most productive manner. Other “systems of political
oeconomy”, namely mercantilism and Physiocracy, are inferior to the free
market system (“the system of natural liberty”).

The role of the State should be subservient to the market and bereft of
economic functions, only to intervene to promote when equity and efficiency
are not served by the market:

All systems either of preference or of restraint, therefore, being thus completely
taken away, the obvious and simple system of natural liberty establishes itself of
its own accord. Every man, as long as he does not violate the laws of justice, is
left perfectly free to pursue his own interest his own way, and to bring both his
industry and capital into competition with those of any other man, or order of
men. The sovereign is completely discharged from a duty, in the attempting to
perform which he must always be exposed to innumerable delusions, and for the
proper performance of which no human wisdom or knowledge could ever be suf-
ficient; the duty of superintending the industry of private people, and of directing
it towards the employments most suitable to the interest of the society.””

With David Ricardo (1817-1821) Smith’s labour theory of value assumes
its abstract form. The core model presupposes competitive markets without
monopolies and a uniform rate of profit. The role of the state through taxes and

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bountiesis a major concern in the Principles of Political Economy and Taxation,
indeed almost half of the chapters of thisbook are devoted to it, but the core
model is a market model.

Karl Marx

Karl Marx (1867) makes a theoretical breakthrough. He places the system
of profit in its theoretical and historical context and discusses the relationship
of economic theories and the economic system. He clearly distinguishes the
sphere of circulation with its equivalent exchange - “a very Eden of the innate
rights of man”,’® as he sarcastically puts it - and the sphere of production,
where exploitation takes place. He criticizes the vulgar economists with their
emphasis on the harmony of the laissezfaire, and shows that the chaos of the
capitalist production has no inherent tendency to harmony or stability. He
adopts a historical approach and refuses to formulate laws that are eternal and
the same for all economic systems. It is the mode of production that generates
its own laws. There is also the attempt to derive an Entsprechungsgesdtz that
relates the productive base to the superstructure. Still, in Marx, the role of the
state is outside the Kerngestalt of his economic theory, even though it was the
state of the bourgeoisie that made exploitation possible.

The marginalist revolution

Classical political economy did not “embed” the system of markets into a
wider system of society. The market was its major theoretical concern. The role
of the state, albeit important, was in affecting the operations of the market,
rather than setting the terms within which markets operate. We have, however,
to wait for the advent of the “marginalist revolution” in the 1870s and its
consolidation into neoclassical economics for the market system to reach its
peak as an analytical tool and to acquire an ideological importance hitherto
unheard of.

Three aspects of the new paradigm deserve mention here: (a) a subjectivist
theory of value that sanitized class interests and made the market an
impartial de-politicized allocation and distribution mechanism, (b) a proof on
the harmonious results of the markets that made the operation of the state
undesirable and (c) an emphasis on exchange.

a. Subjectivist theory of value

The classics have provided a cost-of-production labour theory of value.
Moreover, they have assumed that the distribution of the product between

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the classes was exogenously given, with the wage-rate, in particular, being
determined outside the economic system: historically, morally, socially or
politically.” The problem with a labour theory of value, however, was that,
however implicitly, it suggested that Labour had a claim to the whole product.
Indeed, by the end of the 19% century authors (post-Ricardian and socialist)
making such a claim were numerous enough to be worthy of a monograph.?®
Authors of the period expressed their worry of such a prospect.?’ By making
utility the basis of their theory of value, the marginalist economists have shifted
the focus from a relation between people to a relation between a consumer
and a thing. Commodities became goods again and they were defined through
their subjective relation to individual consumers. Value in use was no more
the necessary condition for a thing to be a commodity,?? it was what produced
value. The difference of the marginalists from previous subjectivist authors
was that now by focusing on the diminishing marginal utility of a good, they
could produce a “scientific” explanation of how use value can be transformed
into a determinant of exchange value. Moreover, labour was dethroned from a
determinant of value and it became analytically equivalent to the other “agents
or factors of production”. In fact, even the distinction between a factor of
production and a good has been erased. According to Carl Menger, a “journeyman
baker’s services ... a baking utensil, or even by a quantity of ordinary flour”* are
on an analytical par and their value is determined as goods of higher order
useful and valued to the extent they produce things with primary utility.?* This
strand of thought culminated in the mid-20" century in the formulation of a
neo-Walrasian programme of abstract mathematical formalism and rigour in
which economic agent-monads operate in an n-dimensional Euclidian space -
factors of production and consumer goods being just one of these n dimensions
- and reach general equilibrium through a mathematical abstraction of the
market.?> The market model was dehumanized and apolitical.

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b. Social harmony

Even before the marginalists, the gospel of social harmony and self-
regulating markets was being preached by those that Marx has called Freihéindler
vulgaris.?® A prominent case is Frédéric Bastiat (1862) one of whose works bears
the title Harmonies économiques.?” With the marginalist revolution this notion of
a harmony of class interests assumed a supposedly scientific form. Marginalists
were elated that their system could, at last, bring about social harmony.?® It
was, after all, a technical problem. In the new system a buyer’s utility matched
exactly a seller’s dis-utility and any attempt at intervention, however, well
meaning, could only prevent the common good from actualizing itself.® The
reward of the factors of production and of their bearers, landlords, capitalists
and workers, were just and ethical, a concept that has been crystallized later in
the theory of marginal productivity.*

c. Focus on exchange

Production is not a fundamental concept in explaining market equilibrium.
Indeed, Léon Walras’ first demonstration of how a system of general equilibrium
works (1874) completely disregards production, a complication which is
introduced in a second instalment (1877) of his Eléments d’économie politique
pure. Proto-marginalists, such as Bishop Whately, even wanted to change the
name of economics to “CATALLACTICS or the ‘Science of Exchanges™*' Much
later, as an extreme version of the neoclassical thought process J. Trout Rader
described “Production as indirect exchange” (1987). With Vilfredo Pareto (1906)
the analytical treatment of consumption and production become analytically
identical, a point that was made even more forcefully in Paul A. Samuelson’s
Foundations of economic analysis in 1947.

The market and the sphere of exchange assumed primacy with the
marginalist revolution. If anything, the new theory pushed the argument that
politics are inimical to economics even further.

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Neoclassical economics

Neoclassical economics was the natural development of the marginalist
revolution. In a short period of time it became the dominant theory in political
economy that now changed its name to the more neutral “economics”. Alfred
Marshall’s magnum opus that consolidated the new science bore proudly the
title Principles of Economics (1890). The application of mathematical tools
made the new theory look more scientific, while even the par excellence political
concept of the “common good” was being formalized through the concept
of Pareto optimality, an undisputable and supposedly neutral criterion for
assessing the welfare implications of the allocation mechanism. There is no
need for the state: a purely competitive equilibrium leads to a Pareto optimal
allocation. Adam Smith’s invisible hand “theorem” was crystallised as the First
Fundamental Theorem of Welfare Economics, which states that a perfectly
competitive economic equilibrium is Pareto optimal. The theorem has been
formalised and mathematical proofs were being produced.*? In a strange twist
of the market/state relationship neoclassical economists tried to prove that a
socialist state would serve the common good only if the planner would imitate
a competitive market.> This of course, rendered any notion of socialism -or
indeed of state intervention- unnecessary. In fact the efficiency of the market
became even stronger through the concept of the Second Fundamental Theorem
of Welfare Economics which stated that every Pareto optimal allocation could be
achieved via a competitive equilibrium through an appropriate design of lump-
sum transfers. Compensation criteria (Kaldor, Hicks, and Scitovsky) made the
market effects even more opaque.

Concern with welfare aspects and the role of the state were examined within
the Marshallian programme by Arthur C. Pigou in his Economics of Welfare
(1920) where the notion of externality was discussed in a framework of partial
equilibrium and appropriate levies and bounties would restore the operation of
the market. This was an admission that the state may enter where the markets
fail. Even this concession, however, was too much. Ronald Coase (1960) in a
famous theorem suggested that the concept of externality could eventually be
internalised and that was a matter of property rights.>* This progressed into a
research programme on Law and Economics, a sub-discipline in its own right

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that examines legal issues from the point of view of economic efficiency.

The cult of efficiency through the market was also another aspect of the
Coasian programme (1937), where even non-market allocations, such as those
inside a firm were described through a market-hierarchy frontier that was
determined by efficiency considerations in the presence of transaction costs
and later on through other assumptions.®® Thus, the market was the decisive
factor that dictated how forms of allocation of resources that were different
from it would be determined. The provision of public goods or of goods that
failed the double test of rivalry and excludability constituted other aspects of
the neoclassical research agenda.

The market approach of neoclassical economics had in its core the
epistemological principle of methodological individualism. It was used
functionally by Walras and Menger and coined as a term by Schumpeter (1905).
Any meaningful theorem in social sciences must be reduced to the actions of
the economic agents, even if the assumptions that have to be made in order
to achieve tractability sacrificed relevance. But the examination of market
failure at least provided a role for the state and state policies where markets
have failed. A new concept in neoclassical economics started to emerge that
used the concept of the rational economic man, subjectivist economics and
methodological individualism as a modelling strategy to explain why the public
action alternative was misguided as a remedy of market failure. Starting in
George Mason University, scholars like James Buchanan argued for a “Political
economy” that saw the political agent as an extension of the economic agent
and the creation of institutions as a generalized version of the market process.*®
Even though at the beginning they stood as dissenters avoiding the formalism
of mathematical economics, this current has been quickly incorporated into the
fold and mathematical models of public choice were constantly being produced
where simplistic models were attempting to explain everything from labour
market phenomena to the behaviour of central banks. In labour economics
the par excellence political “labour process” was modelled by agent-principal
mechanisms, while more recently, the development of incentive-compatible
mechanism design theory attempted to explain a myriad of phenomena and
provide a methodologically individualist theory of politics.?’

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Conclusions

The argument of this paper is that political economy from its inception in
the mid-18" century had an inherent bias in treating the market as a default
mechanism of analysis of the social phenomena, avoiding the placement of the
market mechanism within a wider historical and societal framework in which
the state had an instrumental role. In the development of political economy,
there were dissenting voices that opposed the advent of the new theory. In
Germany, the Historical School has attempted to nip the new theory in the
bud, triggering the Methodenstreit (Menger 1883, 1884; Schmoller 1883). In
the United States the Institutionalist School with Thorstein Veblen and John R.
Commons have tried to present an alternative theory and produce a critique
of neoclassical economics.?® This was, however, the road not taken. In a few
decades the German Historical School was practically intellectually dead, while
in the United States the institutionalists prevailed a little longer, just after the
Second World War to be eventually transformed into a branch of neoclassical
economics. Today, economics use their own method to preach the efficiency of
the markets and even when they deal with problems of politics, it is through the
lens of market analysis that they attempt to do so.
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The new consensus macroeconomic

1. Introduction

The world economy is still in the middle of a deep crisis that began in the
US with the subprime market collapse, deepened by the resulting global
credit crunch and gained momentum with the Euro debt crisis. The dramatic
succession of events has instigated a profound rethinking of the economic and
political institutions of modern capitalism. A core issue that frames the current
debate refers to whether and what extent the ‘new consensus’ macroeconomic
model (NCM), that represents the theoretical stronghold of economic policy-
making since two decades, has been successful. Has it contributed to improved
macroeconomic stability and orderly financial conditions, or the present turmoil
has its origins in policy-induced distortions and incentives? Are today policy-
makers endowed with the necessary instruments to provide liquidity to the
financial system and halt a further meltdown? If not, are there constraints that
impede a radical reorientation of economic policies that could put the global
economy on a sustainable growth trajectory?

Given the complexity and nature of modern capitalist economies, these
policy issues cannot be addressed without placing the NCM model against the
background of the structural breaks and transformations of the global financial
system and the related shift in the political forms of power and distribution
occurred since the 1970s. Hence, the study adopts a political economy framework
and assesses the success of the NCM to deliver macroeconomic stability and

growth under the prism of the realism of its central theoretical tenets, and
the institutional adequacy and responsivity of its major policy prescriptions
to the requirements and challenges imposed by the present unregulated and
highly speculative global financial system. Our proposition is that a low degree
of realism is likely to produce an overly ineffective macroeconomic policy
inconsistent with the imperatives and constraints of modern financialised
capitalism, thus jeopardising the stability of national economies, and of the
global financial system alike.

The paper is organised as follows. Section 2 outlines the evolution of the
post-war global financial system and relates its institutional reorganisation to
the paradigm shift from Keynesianism to monetarism. Our aim is to build an
analytical framework to indicate the link between economic theory and policy-
making with patterns of socio-economic power and regulation inherent to this
restructuring. Section 3 presents the key assumptions and policy implications
of the NCM and sheds light on its function to consolidate through concrete
institutional formations the asymmetrical power relations underlying the
political economy of financial globalisation. Section 4 critically appraises the
NCM and highlights its failure to promote economic stability under conditions
of global financial integration. Section 4 presents the study’s main conclusions.

2. The rise and fall of Bretton Woods: from Keynesianism to
disciplinary neoliberalism

In the early post-war period, global capitalism underwent a profound
transformation. As a result of the Great Depression, the need for rapid post-war
reconstruction and the Keynesian revolution in economic thinking, the institutions
of laissez faire capitalism- dominant during the interwar era and supported by
powerful financial elites, fell into discredit, and a new approach to economic
policy as a basis of a more efficient, stable and inclusive reorganisation of
global capitalism emerged. Central pillars of this new political programme were
the implementation of expansionary, egalitarian policies and the establishment
and protection of the strong interventionist role of the state.’

The content and implementation of this new macroeconomic reform plan
were consolidated institutionally by the Bretton Woods regulatory regime. Main
provisions of the system were the establishment of a quasi-fixed exchange rate
regime among the major currencies and the application of tight controls on
international capital flows. Such institutional arrangements reflected the widely
shared elite consensus at the time that a liberal financial order was incompatible
with the new, interventionist welfare state and pursuit of the full employment
goal. Open capital markets were perceived as a major reason behind reckless
speculation, exchange rate disturbances and financial panic in the interwar

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period. Tight restrictions on international capital mobility were thus needed to
effectively insulate countries from speculative flows of hot money and enable
governments to run expansionary policies as part of their progressive political
agenda.’

The ‘neoclassical-Keynesian synthesis’ was the macroeconomic paradigm
that put the spotlight on the task of public authorities to stabilise national
economies at full employment. This was reflected by the active role assigned
to fiscal policy. The use of proactive fiscal policy was based on the view that
productive investment was critical for perpetuating economic and social
progress. Thus, it was risky to be left entirely to the intrinsically unstable
dynamics of free markets. The rejection of the self-adjusting properties of market
economies was accompanied by the Keynesian idea that money is not neutral.
Hence, the model recognised the role of monetary forces in determining real
variables, particularly in the short-run.> Supported by a favourable institutional
environment, such ideas became predominant and strongly influenced policy-
making across the western world during the Golden Age of Capitalism.

The dominance of the ‘old consensus’ ended in the 1970s in the wake of the
erosion of the Fordist accumulation regime, the breakup of the Bretton Woods
system, the oil crises and the stagflationary shock that ensued. These events
destabilised the institutions of state-regulated capitalism and demonstrated,
according to the orthodox scholarship, the inadequacy of traditional
Keynesianism to explain and provide viable solutions to the socio-economic
problems of the period.*

Meanwhile, the collapse of Bretton Woods and the resulting trend of
financial liberalisation and integration implied a radical reconfiguration of
the institutional relationship between states and financial markets articulated
by the prior embedded liberal regime. Argitis and Pitelis assert that financial
globalisation has stimulated the formation of a global financial structure of
power through which finance coercively constraints policy-makers’ preferences
and broad societal claims for the character and direction of economic policies.s
This power stems from the capacity of wealth owners to control a large part
of global credit supply and direct it massively to economies that provide a
more hospitable climate for financial investment. Under the threat of capital
flight and its detrimental effects on the stability and growth potential of each
national economy, public authorities abstain from applying policies that deviate
from the norms and material interests of powerful investors. Policy energy

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is rather used up to gain the favour of capital markets through an incessant
search for policy credibility.®

The credibility of economic policy is evaluated by a small financial elite that
controls a vast amount of wealth and makes profitable business in worldwide
financial markets. The degree of credibility depends on investors profit making
expectations and the state of uncertainty and risk of holding national financial
assets. In this regard, as credible policies are judged those that give total
priority to stable and low inflation and balanced national budgets. Credibility
is also acquired through economic policies that assure a small role of the
state, e.g. deregulations and privatisations, and policies that promote financial
deregulation and free trade.” The policy credibility criterion consequently appears
to contribute to the coercive extension and deepening of market liberalisation
and discipline, in effect underpinning a complex political process coined as
‘disciplinary neoliberalism’.2 Governments that fail to conform to this neoliberal
agenda may sign a loss of credibility and be punished by an abrupt capital exit.

Monetarism can be seen as the first macroeconomic policy paradigm that
laid down theoretical principles and practical guidelines consistent with this
disciplinary policy framework. This was made possible through Friedman's
pioneering analysis on the ‘natural rate of unemployment’ and idea on the
monetary root cause of inflation.® Both concepts succeeded in shaping a
counter-inflationary policy culture expressed by central banks competence to
neutralise money and set price stability as the top policy objective. Operationally,
monetarism contributed to the design and implementation of credible policies
through its prescription for the adoption of an appropriate nominal anchor by
which central banks and markets could scrutinise monetary expansions and
assess inflationary risks. This anchor was the monetarist money growth rule
that instructed authorities to attain a specified rate of money stock growth
consistent with the natural rate of GDP growth.

While monetarism provided theoretical legitimisation to the policy practises
of disciplinary neoliberalism, the post-Bretton Woods process of financial
liberalisation weakened the link between monetary quantitative targets and
inflation, culminating in the abandonment of the monetarist strategy.’ This has
not yet signified the end of its political content and scope. The sound money

and policy credibility doctrines remain, and in effect become institutionally
consolidated, as guiding principles of economic policy in the context of its
theoretical descendant, i.e. the NCM.

3. The new consensus paradigm: Constitutionalising
credibility & neoliberalism

Today, orthodox macroeconomics is dominated by the NCM. The key
assumptions and assertions of the model can be encapsulated in the following
points:'

1. Macroeconomic analysis is based on sound microeconomic foundations
derived from rational agents’ intertemporal maximisation behaviour.

2. Each market economy tends to a supply-side determined equilibrium, the
‘non-accelerating inflation rate of unemployment’ (the NAIRU). Deviations from
the NAIRU are temporary and result from labour and product market rigidities.

3. Inflation is a monetary phenomenon caused by demand factors.

4. Politicians tend to use macroeconomic policy for short-sighted electoral
gains without regarding long-run economic costs.

Theseideas offerthe theoretical basis of a redefinition of non-accommodating
policies against inflation and the enforcement of this commitment via the
mobilisation of concrete policy-making institutions. The aim is to expel social
interference from policy formulation and execution, thereby enhancing the
credibility and predictability of the implemented neoliberal policies to the
emerging global financial structure of power. In this respect, the NCM can
be conceptualised as a step forward in the post-Bretton Woods’ finance-led
neoliberal paradigm shift, essentially becoming the theoretical counterpart of
the ‘new constitutionalism’ governance project defined as the ‘politico-legal
dimension of disciplinary neoliberalism’.’?

3.1. Inflation targeting

Since the early 1990s, inflation targeting has become the preferred monetary
approach for numerous countries to curtail inflation. Its main elements are inter
alia: a) the specification and public announcement by the central bank and/or
the government of an official target for the inflation rate; and b) the explicit
commitment that achieving and maintaining that rate represents the overriding
goal of monetary authorities over the medium- to long-term.'®> Typically, the

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numerical target specified is around 2-3% reached over 1-4 years. For most
central banks, a stable inflation around this rate and sustained over this time
horizon corresponds to long-run price stability.

As it is clear from its core operational facet, inflation targeting pays
maximum attention to price stability and imposes a solid institutional
commitment to that goal. So, it can be seen as a standard neoliberal monetary
strategy embedded in the political economy of ‘new constitutionalism’. In fact,
its advocates consider inflation targeting as the best policy practice for central
banks to establish a track record of credibility in conducting stability-oriented
strategies. This is because by clarifying central banks’ duty, spelling it out
in a quantitative and verifiable manner and requiring pre-emptive monetary
responses, it eliminates more effectively the inflation bias arising from the
intrusion of politics into monetary policy decisions.’”* Moreover, specified
targets for inflation provide an ex-post measurement of central bank’s policy
effectiveness and credibility. In so doing, they serve as an explicit benchmark
against which agents assess policy decisions and performance. This operates
as a commitment mechanism that stiffens policy discipline and prevents
inflationary monetary expansions.'®

Despite the diverse characteristics of the existing inflation targeting
regimes, the stability and forward-looking orientation of the strategy is
theoretically founded on the monetarist money neutrality axiom and the new
classical rational expectations hypothesis. Under the nominal justification of the
money neutrality notion, there is no an exploitable long-run trade-off between
inflation and employment; hence, sustained expansion of economic activity
through monetary means is not a feasible choice. The rational expectations
thesis validates further the logic of this view and sets additional restrictions on
proactive policy-making. Policy discretion is futile, if not intrinsically counter-
productive, since agents’ expectations are endogenous and highly responsive to
policy signals and the anticipated future policy path. Consequently, policy should
be exclusively entrusted to central bankers and turn into a technical and neutral
matter with institutional and operational clarity. This would shape a reliable
macroeconomic environment and enable the stabilisation of the economy at its
‘natural’, low inflation equilibrium.

NCM models share common features concerning the inflationary process
and the specific way to steer inflation to its target. Although there is no explicit
reference to a direct link between money stock and the price level, money
still exerts a causative influence on inflation, via credit expansion within the
banking sector. The argument is that if the central bank sets its policy rate

below the ‘natural’ interest rate,'® it will become more profitable for producers
and households to borrow from banks. The ensuing increase in investment
and consumption spending will raise the actual output and narrow the output
gap, the discrepancy between the actual and potential output. Consequently,
the central bank’s base rate becomes the main instrument for delivering the
desired policy outcome through its impact on demand and thereby on inflation.
Different from monetarism, monetary aggregates do not play any role in the
inflation targeting model as money supply is an endogenous variable that
adjusts in response to the economy’s liquidity requirements."’

It is worth emphasising that given nominal and real rigidities in the economy,
inflation targeting operates in a constrained discretion framework,'® thus
permitting a certain degree of short-term real stabilisation. Hence, when actual
output falls below the NAIRU and deflationary risks arise, the central bank can
reduce its policy rate to stimulate the economy and prevent deflation. In the
opposite case, when actual output exceeds the NAIRU and inflation accelerates,
the bank can increase its policy rate to depress demand and bring inflation
down. If the central bank manages to equalise the real interest rate to the
‘natural’ interest rate, output gap will vanish and no scope for further short-
term stabilisation will be necessary. The ‘natural’ interest rate is thus the rate at
which inflation is at its targeted rate and monetary policy is neutral. Guideline
for interest rate manipulation under inflation targeting is usually provided by
what is known as the ‘Taylor rule’.’

This focus on the anti-cyclical stabilisation property of monetary policy
does not yet imply that price stability is dropped out as the dominant policy
objective. Any preoccupation on GDP path is principally related to its use as an
indicator of future inflation.?® Additionally, a clear mandate for price stability
helps central bank manage and condition forward looking inflation expectations,
thus containing the duration and extent of destabilising market fluctuations.
Related to this argument, preserving price stability is paramount for delivering
improved credibility and performance to the strategy. Policy credibility helps
expectations remain solidly anchored to the desired inflation rate and enables
central banks to achieve their goal. Credibility also brings sizeable welfare gains.
It tames uncertainty about future inflation, and thus lowers the risk premia

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embedded in debt contracts. Furthermore, it reduces the costs associated with
the disinflationary process and keeping inflation low.?’

3.2 Credibility and ‘independent’ monetary policy-making

In the NCM, maintaining price stability does not only require the adoption of
inflation targets, but also a properinstitutional setting framing inflation targeting
operation. Resembling the broad political nature of ‘new constitutionalism, its
purpose is to set additional lock-in mechanisms on monetary authorities with a
view to strengthening the credibility of their pre-announced strategy.

Inflation targeting adherents base the scope for the introduction of
credibility-promoting institutions on political economy arguments emanating
from the precepts of new classical macroeconomics and specifically from
the time-inconsistent thesis.?? The time-inconsistent argument declares that
politically accountable policy makers have the electoral incentive to expand
the economy by making use of the short-run inflation-unemployment trade-off
of the Phillips curve. Rational agents, being able to know how the economy
actually works, will fully anticipate government proclivity to active monetary
policy and thereby incorporate its inflationary impact into nominal contracts.
Consequently, a politically-induced inflation bias occurs in the system with the
economy suffering from a higher-than optimal inflation and no gains in terms
of lower unemployment.

One common mechanism proposed by the NCM theorists to protect
monetary policy against inflationary electoral politics is the adoption of
a policy operating rule. Adherence to a monetary rule ensures that policy is
conducted mechanically with no discretionary judgements and free from
public interference. Furthermore, it provides a contingent plan for the future
path of policy rates and so facilitates the central bank to communicate and
explain more effectively its monetary strategy.”® Several orthodox scholars
also highlight the importance of the anti-inflationary reputation of monetary
authorities for applying monetary policy optimally and credibly. Building a solid
anti-inflationary reputation requires central bank reactions to be consistent
over time with the preannounced inflation target and forceful enough and timely
accurate whenever expectations deviate from the price stability definition.?

However, the most efficient way of insulating monetary policy from political
intrusion refers to the institutional independence of the central bank. A central
bank immune from direct political influence and mandated to preserve low

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inflation is held to enhance policy credibility as it provides an irreversible solution
to the problem of time-inconsistency. Besides, it signals a stronger commitment
to price stability, since a central bank run by independent, inflation-averse,
specialists with strong linkages to the financial community is the best place to
make the technical decisions to reach that target.>> Mainstream scholars often
draw a distinction between instrument and goal independence.?® The former is
typically considered as a more preferable institutional arrangement, because it
allows the ultimate policy goal to be resolved by democratic processes.?” Yet,
this distinction is virtually misleading given that the hallmark of the inflation
targeting is the determination of the goal.?® In this connection, Le Heron and
Carre regard central bank independence as an anti-democratic and inefficient
arrangement that lacks social legitimacy and public support.?®

For resolving the issue of democratic legitimacy of independent central
banks, orthodox economists propose the accountability of monetary policy
via transparent communication channels with democratically elected political
bodies and the general public.*® Even so, policy transparency and communication
take centre-stage in policy-making process as they are major determinants of
central bank credibility. Indeed, an explicit policy goal, alongside an open process
for formulating and reporting policy decisions, impose intense market scrutiny
and self-discipline on policy-makers. This mitigates private sector uncertainty
over the central bank’s goals and how it performs its task, thus anchoring
expectations at levels consistent with price stability. Besides, communication
and greater transparency help markets understand the central bank’s reaction
function and anticipate policy interventions.®' This shortens transmission lags
and permits monetary policy to deliver macroeconomic stability to a satisfactory
degree.??
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3.3 Fiscal policy in the NCM

In contrast to the old ‘neoclassical-Keynesian synthesis’, in the NCM fiscal
policy has no active macro-stabilisation function, and is practically restricted
to support central bank’s mandate. Consistent with the neoliberal conception
of ‘new constitutionalism’, a tight, rule-based fiscal framework is the best
approach to accomplish this task and build policy credibility.

Arestis and Sawyer cite three distinct NCM arguments that rationalise
the case against the anti-cyclical use of fiscal policy in inflation targeting.*®
The first is the ‘crowding-out’ effect that refers to the absorption of savings
and interest rates rise that supposedly follow higher public sector’s borrowing
requirements. The second is the ‘Ricardian equivalence theorem’, that states
that bond-financed deficits will leave demand unaffected, since rational agents
anticipating a higher future tax burden, will modify their present spending
behaviour accordingly. A final argument against fiscal discretion relates to the
‘institutional aspects’ of fiscal policy, particularly its tendency to behave pro-
cyclically due to cumbersome and lengthy decision-making process.

Yet, the most prominent argument against the macroeconomic role of fiscal
policy is related to the constraints that it imposes on monetary authorities
to perform inflation targeting in a credible and efficient manner. In particular,
fiscal discretion is viewed to expand aggregate demand and fuel inflationary
pressures, thereby impeding optimal interest setting. Fiscal profligacy also
increases budget deficits and the stock of public debt that can force governments
to resort to an inflationary monetisation of public spending through the printing
press. Finally, fiscal irresponsibility may cause a loss of market confidence in
the sustainability of public finances and thus provoke a financial crisis that
may lead to the collapse of the monetary strategy.** Binding fiscal constraints
become, in this context, the necessary institutional prescription to protect and
supplement the independence and operational credibility of central banks.

Concluding, it should be underlined that, given the uncertainty associated
with the magnitude and time lags of the monetary transmission mechanism,
fiscal policy retains a certain stabilisation role via the operation of automatic
stabilisers.* Yet, the fiscal budget must fluctuate around a balanced position on
average over the cycle for credibility related reasons. Further, restricting fiscal
discretion improves the operation of automatic stabilisers, since it limits fiscal
pro-cyclicality.>

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4. A critical appraisal of the NCM model

So far, we have maintained that the liberalisation and internationalisation
of financial capital following the fall of the Bretton Woods regime has been
the institutional basis of the formation of a global financial structure of power
that has forced nation states to discard social inclusive policies and give total
priority to credible, stability-oriented macroeconomic policies. We have also
underlined the function of the NCM paradigm to theoretically legitimise the
institutionalisation of this disciplinary shift to credible policies. Against this
background, it seems reasonable to assess the effectiveness and credibility of
the NCM policy assignment based on the realism of its core tenets and policy
proposals.

An important NCM assumption that permits central banks to perform
inflation targeting is that monetary policy is best instrument to manipulate
aggregate demand and keep inflation and expectations under control. However,
this assumption has been criticised on several grounds. For example, it is
stressed that even if the exchange rate is subordinated to the inflation goal,
there may be constraints owing to the pervasive impact of monetary policy on
the currency rate that may hamper the necessary interest rate modification.
Furthermore, in an uncertain monetary production economy central banks may
face difficulties in manipulating long-term market rates successfully, and be
confronted with asymmetries in the influence of their policy interventions on
aggregate demand.?’ Partly for this reason, monetary policy is also viewed
as a ‘blunt instrument with long and variable lags’ that requires drastic and
persistent interest rate changes to be effective.® Such considerations cast
reasonably doubts over the central bank’s ability to deliberately adjust actual
unemployment to the NAIRU, and hence to effectively manage inflation
developments in the long-run.

Related to the above critique is the critique that inflation targeting disregards
the case of cost-push and other non-demand pull types of inflation. In fact,
in modern capitalist economies inflation is principally generated by cost-push
factors, especially wages and the targeted profit rate.*® This practically breaks
down the hypothetical casual relation between interest rate-effective demand-
inflation. Therefore, seeking to reduce inflation through persistent base rate
hikes is more likely to bring about a first round of inflation by raising borrowing
costs. Under such circumstances, distribution conflict may also occur and be
intensified, eventually increasing the NAIRU and price expectations; and hence
undermining central bank’s effectiveness to hit its nominal inflation target. In
the long-run, higher interest rates may, indeed, contain inflationary pressures

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but through income redistribution toward rentiers and the plunge of demand
and economic activity. Thus, monetary authorities may establish price stability,
and arguably restore their lost credibility vis-a-vis markets, but with corrosive
socio-economic cost.*

Moreover, despite the non-linear effects of interest rates on aggregate
demand, investment expenditure is the aggregate demand component that
appears more interest elastic.*’ This reasonably raises the issue of the impact
of monetary policy on the time path of the capital stock and thus on the
economy’s future productive capacity. Hence, if a NAIRU exists in each economy,
it is a variable indicator determined by aggregate demand and subject to path-
dependency.*” The endogeinety of the NAIRU plausibly questions central banks’
capacity to establish robust estimates of the NAIRU and use the equilibrium
interest rate as an anchor for applying successfully the Taylor rule. Additionally,
it openly challenges the notion that a higher level of current economic activity
necessarily leads to higher future inflation.** It may rather be that a depressed
level of economic activity leads to lower future economic activity and a
worsening inflation position. Higher interest rates would therefore be necessary
to curb inflation, negatively affecting investment, the productive potential and
the inflation barrier of the economy. Hence, applying monetary policy with blind
faith in money neutrality, authorities may put the economy on a thorny path of
deteriorated inflation performance, anaemic growth, financial instability, and
eventually low credibility.

The path dependence of the NAIRU also deconstructs the consensus view
for central bank independence, because it questions the alleged vertical long-
run Phillips curve.** Blinder also disputes the time inconsistent problem, since
as a central banker has never had the temptation to cheat by creating surprise
inflation. For Blinder, time inconsistency is a pure theoretical problem of new
classical economics, rather than an issue in real world monetary policy.*
Scholars have also stressed the lack of realism of the rational expectations
thesis underlying the case for the anti-inflation credibility of independent
monetary.*® Additionally, empirical studies find no clear correlation between
central bank independence and low inflation.*” In contrast, the performance

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of inflation targeting in terms of containing inflation appears poor.*® The
regime shift to inflation targeting does not seem therefore to have successfully
enhanced policy credibility and effectiveness.

Furthermore, critique has been provided about the centrality and usefulness
of inflation forecasts in the implementation of the inflation targeting strategy.
It is said that there may be large forecasting errors for the underlying inflation
which can harm the anti-inflationary credibility and reputation of central
banks.* This is mainly the case when the selected inflation index does not
fully reflect price movements, or there are difficulties in measuring inflation.
Moreover, the inflation targeting approach does not integrate a proper analysis
of the credit and financial markets and risk.>® Similarly, the strategy may be
applicable under low and stable inflation conditions, but it is irrelevant in a
context of unstable inflation, financial turbulence and economic crisis, as the
one today.”' Even worse, sustained interest rate manipulation can be a source
of financial instability and speculation.> Although economists are currently
working to remedy this drawback of the model by placing some emphasis on
financial matters, they leave aside the fundamentals of the NCM, with inflation
remaining the ultimate policy target.

The NCM policy approach is also criticised regarding its assumption about
the inflationary repercussions of proactive fiscal policy, as this proposition
presupposes the intertemporal equilibrium between aggregate demand and
supply. Consequently, it practically dismisses the ‘functional finance’ approach
to fiscal policy, i.e. the use of deficit spending to stabilise intrinsically volatile
private sector expectations and correct deficient private demand.>®* Empirical
studies also indicate the effectiveness of fiscal policy, on the one hand; and
insufficient support of the NCM argument for downgrading the discretionary
cyclical role of fiscal policy, on the other.>* Hence, it becomes clear that the
strong preoccupation of the NCM on fiscal rules and discipline does not only
lack theoretical rationale and empirical validation, but it may generate long-run
deflationary tendencies in the economy. This can undermine the proclaimed
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goal of fiscal consolidation, thus damaging central bank’s effectiveness to
retain sound monetary conditions.

Finally, the selective fixation of the NCM on the issue of long-run fiscal
discipline is sensible only when national governments have irrevocably
granted the right of printing money to an independent central bank. Yet,
such institutional rigidity can become a major contributing factor behind
heightened uncertainty and speculation in financial markets, since it is often
exploited by market participants to raise credit-worthiness issues and raise
borrowing costs. Hence, the conduct and institutional role of fiscal policy ends
up practically hostage to the very philosophy of the NCM and the orthodox
ideas about the nature of money in capitalist economies. Financial crisis and
speculation becomes a systemic result of the theory itself rather than of fiscally
irresponsible governments. The Euro debt crisis and the ECB’s reluctance to
intervene massively to solve it, is a case in point.>®

5. Conclusions

Over the last two decades, the NCM model has influenced modern economic
thinking, modelling and policy-making. A central argument put forward by
its adherents is that it provides a credible macroeconomic policy framework,
required to placate market sentiment, attract capital flows and thus promote
sustainable and non-inflationary growth. The paper has examined whether and
to which extent the NCM has managed to fulfil the aspirations and beliefs of its
supporters and practitioners.

The identification of the NCM with the interests and prerogatives of financial
capital draws its theoretical origin from the Walrasian general economic
equilibrium concept and the new classical rational expectations hypothesis
that offer the necessary pretext for implementing a rule-based anti-inflationary
policy and complementing this regime with certain institutional arrangements
to remove the putative inflationary bias of politically accountable policy makers.
The realism and practical efficiency of the NCM disciplinary policy institutions
has yet been subject to harsh criticism. Inflation targeting appears to harm
central banks anti-inflationary credibility, while the single-minded task of fiscal
policy to support disinflation generates financial instability and undermines
public finances sustainability.

The failure of the NCM model to propose a sound stabilisation strategy
has forced authorities to apply higher interest rates, initiate labour repressive
measures and promote the deconstruction of basic welfare state institutions
to combat inflation and reap credibility gains in the future. Consequently, far

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from encouraging economic stability and welfare maximisation, the NCM
policy agenda engulfs economies into a disappointing state of protracted
unemployment, stagnation and redistribution at the expense of labour and
domestic-market oriented industry. Besides, the combination of low inflation,
high interest rates and social polarisation accelerates the financialisation
process, thus rising private debt and financial fragility, with disastrous
consequences for the stability of the banking and financial system.*’

Against this background, the crucial political issue inevitably arising
relates to the prospects and capacity available to economies to break out of
the vicious cycle of monetary instability, anaemic economic growth and high
unemployment. In our view, a new macroeconomic policy agenda that would
prioritise job creation -besides price stability-, premise an energetic role of
fiscal policy and propose efficient financial stability mechanisms is necessary as
never before to help countries build capacity for faster, more socially equitable
and sustainable growth. The optimistic element is that such an alternative
policy assignment does exist. The pessimistic is that its theoretical ascendancy,
social dissemination and practical implementation presuppose a balance of
social power different from the one prevalent in the present context of the
neoliberal ideological hegemony and transnational financial structure of power.

The origins of Finmare.
A technocratic reform beyond state
and market in fascist Italy

When a large number of people are playing a game with clear rules
but unknown dynamics, it is hard to distinguish those who win
with skill from those who win by chance.’

In every country, the relationship between trade and economic development
is quite complicated in itself, and it usually also involves a large number of
country-specific elements. In Italy, it was (and still is) not only a matter of
economic performance, but rather a matter of economic survival, as the best
opportunity to maintain strong (though substantially subordinated) bonds with
the more developed countries, despite the dependence on imports of industrial
raw materials and capital goods.

Between the two world wars, a consistent maritime policy was hard to find
in Italy, and the same can be said about many other states. The period was
marked by profound changes, misinterpretations, and a general instability
of the commercial policy pursued by the governments of the most powerful
countries. So, in many cases the policy was more based on a “trial and error”
approach, than on a clear strategic path leading to specific goals.

During the same years, the Italian rise among the maritime “great powers”

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of the world produced some results at the diplomatic level (in relation with
the participation in the Washington and London agreements), but produced no
stable economic effects.

In reality, we can identify some constant elements through the different
phases of Italian fascist attitude towards maritime activities: firstly, the attempt
to assimilate (though late and anachronistically) the most superficial aspects
of the British imperial style. Secondly, a constant overestimation of the “myth
of the flag” which aimed to gain a wider control of the sea and trade routes
in parallel with the much better known attempts to land expansion. Finally, the
Government had to face the ongoing need to have at hand new and improved
operational instruments, in order to settle the unbalanced international trade
sheet, in parallel with the difficult financial relations between Italy and foreign
countries.

All these priorities were completely out of any proper market logic, and forced
the state to intervene in the maritime sector to such a high level that, at some
point, the scheme came to a breaking point. The level of expenditure required
to support an only apparently private (but in reality essentially public) system
became too high, and the government decided to create a new company, unique
in Europe for its structure and its field of operation. So, in 1936 Finmare was
founded. Fully owned by the State, in its early years it acted as a monopolistic
company, being the only Italian economic organisation involved in long distance

shipping.

1. Background and previous actions

In Italy, during and after the Great War, the Government was really the first
actor in the maritime sector, especially after the inclusion into the national
economic system of almost the entire maritime legacy of the former Austria-
Hungarian Empire.

At that time, the Italian maritime market was still relatively immature,
because it still lacked both the experience and the structures, typical of an
organization oriented for some time towards international markets. Moreover,
after the national unification, the delayed economic development (and the
means adopted to foster it) created a peculiar entanglement among the society,
the economy and the state. As it was said, «A ‘military-industrial complex’ (to
use an old expression) was deemed both indispensable in making Italy’s claims
to be a great power credible, and unlikely to develop without state support [...]
while the domestic market was small or non-existent».?

Such a background, made of relative economic backwardness and great
political aspirations, created over time a thick net of interests, linking individual
benefits and public needs: «those managing the Italian economy rapidly

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realised that personal profit and potential national power could be brought into
association and then nourished in a myriad of ways by the modern state».?

Italian Fascism reinterpreted that long standing entanglement from its
political view, adding to the previous pattern its expansionist logic, its “survival
of the fittest” concept and its frustration because Italy was not considered
satisfactorily important.

Along this transformation, a crucial question remained unsolved: how was
it possible to ensure, in the long run, the best chance of survival of a national
economy with no natural resources? The answer was always the same: by
directing artificially economic exchanges with foreign countries in such a way
as to satisfy the needs of the domestic economic development.

The central element of this quasi-strategy was not only nationalism, but
the deeply rooted belief that national resources were underused. This idea was
strong enough to remove the obstacles hindering the Italian way to development,
and to a status of economic prosperity comparable to the other major European
countries. There was obviously no doubt, that the breakthrough had to be found
outside the market. Otherwise, it would have come up spontaneously earlier,
without the necessity to be created artificially. In the meantime, while Italian
industries were not yet able to diffuse their products abroad, a good way to
improve the Italian economic situation was to provide services, such as work,
in the form of emigration or other more sophisticated ones, such as tourism.

In Italy, at the beginning of the 1920s, political power underwent a rapid
change, usually over-simplified under the definition of “first fascism”. At this
point, we need a more complex definition, with a distinction between fascism
and nationalism. The latter, in fact, was born before fascism, and also before the
First World War, to proclaim Italy’s role as one of the European Great Powers. The
same goal was revived after the war, with a very important emphasis placed on
economic independence. Along this unrealistic orientation, the convergence of
nationalism and fascism was complete, as one merged into the other. Technical
competence and nationalistic ideology became key components of the fascist
instruments to control the Italian economy and society. In a few words, it can be
said that the nationalist movement acted as an incubator for the selection and
the cultural formation of a technical staff, which was used by fascism in some
key positions of its reforms.*

2. The technocratic environment

During the second half of the 1920s, the Italian (or, more precisely, Fascist)
ambitions for power were frustrated by the very slow development of the internal

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market, and by the weakening of the Italian position within the international
economic environment.

From a maritime point of view, the Italian government reacted in two ways:
by fostering the technological evolution of the national mercantile fleet (to
attract from abroad as many passengers and cargoes as possible), and by
redefining the arrangement of the subsidized shipping lines, in order to preserve
the commercial connections considered essential to the national economy. All in
all, it was only a new way to adjust to the circumstances the old system of public
funding that (as elsewhere) generously has financed the maritime activities.

Along the first line of intervention, the 1926 so-called Ciano reform gave
confidence to the market, simply by directing some strategic choices of the
firms. In the second case, the state began to replace the market completely,
financing some sectors of the maritime business regardless of the presence
or absence of traffic, yet subordinating the shipping industry to the national
interest.

While actors and institutional instruments changed, the most important
aspect was the necessity to balance the rising costs incurred by the new
structure with the reduced resources available to companies and government,
in the light of the progressive deterioration of the profitability of shipping
services in the international market.

As we have seen above, the inter-relation of politics and economics in the
maritime industry was very strong, well before the political rise of Mussolini. The
first true Fascist intervention took place in 1926, and it essentially confirmed the
existing organizational system based on state subsidies, with the introduction
of a new element. The reform, named after Minister Costanzo Ciano, a former
admiral, rewarded with extra funding the shipping companies which would build
and manage large, fast and technologically advanced luxury liners.

These were very prestigious and expensive ships, suitable only to the lines
linking Europe to North America, in a climate of uncertain profitability, within
the market conditions of the second half of the 1920s. Nevertheless, they were
very important for the Mussolini regime, in search of international claims and
affirmations. All in all, it was a bet. The political power, influenced by shipping
circles, who appealed for a ‘rejuvenation’ of the national fleet, decided to invest
significant resources in building a prestigious fleet, hoping to attract passengers
and cargo from abroad, in an attempt to fix the international balance sheet,
which traditionally showed a deficit in Italy.

From a technical point of view, the Ciano plan was a success. It gave work
to the shipbuilding firms in a period of low demand, and made the shipping
companies able to take on some of the most luxurious ocean liners, such as
the motor ships Saturnia and Vulcania, the Conte di Savoia and the huge for
the Mediterranean standards liner Rex, of more than 50,000 tons. In the early
1930s, the Italian merchant fleet amounted to more than three million tons,
and ranked sixth among the world’s largest Merchant Marines. The ambition
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to transform Italy into a major maritime power seemed to have been realized.

At the same time, the investments under the Ciano plan were a financial
catastrophe for the shipping companies, even though the Regime propaganda
cleverly concealed the negative aspects of the operation. Not a single company
was able to survive, and all fell under the control of the creditor banks. At the
Milan stock exchange, the value the shares of the shipping company Navigazione
Generale Italiana fell from 499/510 lire in 1926 (nominal value = 500) to only
99 lire in 1932, when the company became part of the new firm Societa Italia
di Navigazione. For the Cosulich shipping company the devaluation was from
108/82 lire in 1929 (nominal value = 80) to 23 lire in December 1932.5

Over a longer period, the index of maritime shares was as follows, in
comparison with the Italian general stock index.

By those years, other countries experienced a collapse of their national
maritime markets. In Germany, the government provided funding to Hapag and
Norddeutscher Lloyd; in France the shipping company Compagnie Générale
Transatlantique was saved from an almost certain bankruptcy,® but nowhere
the reshaping of the maritime sector was so wide-ranging as in Italy.

After the financial difficulties experienced as a consequence of the revaluation
of the lira known as “quota 90” and the Ciano plan (both dated 1926), the
four biggest Italian shipping companies fell under the control of the banks. In
particular, the Banca Commerciale Italiana and Credito Italiano were the two
financial institutions most involved in the maritime sector. It was inside their
research departments that the first phase of a national reform of the maritime
sector was engineered, with the merge of 19 former shipping companies into 9
new or renewed companies, in 1930-31.

Also this reform was short-lived, as a consequence of the bankruptcy of the
Italian universal banks in 1933, the establishment of the IRl and the subsequent
transition to state ownership of all the bank-controlled firms, including all
subsidized shipping companies.’

Public funding seems like a reasonable measure, if we consider that, at that
time, the best part of the Italian merchant fleet was under state control, well
before it became state-owned. State-controlled financial flows were the only
real source of stable funding for a business sector that not only had never
entered into a real market competition, but during the 1930s had to live within
an economic environment where a market no longer existed. So, the actual
establishment of a holding company wholly owned by the State, to control
directly the subsidized shipping companies, was only a formal change, not a
substantial one. The key question that rises is who controlled this evolution, and
which his objectives were.

3. The implementation

It was in response to this need that first the universal banks, which owned
the greater shipping companies, followed by the State and public industry,
entrusted even more responsibility and decision-making power to a small group
of technicians. They were believed to be able to save the companies together
with the national prestige by rationalizing the expenditure without substantially
reducing the quality of the Italian presence abroad.

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Beyond the immediate budgetary problems, the reorganization of the
maritime network was also aimed at finding (to the benefit of the entire Italian
economy) the best ways to maximize the efficiency of the national shipping
system. The outline of such reasoning was quite non linear: the origins of
the question were international, as well as the goals, while the means were
perceived as fully under national control. Along this line, the main choices were
made not according to an economic calculation, but under political (regarding
the Government decision) or ethical (regarding the nationalistic-driven behavior
of the technocrats) considerations.

During the early 1930s, every developed country had to work its way to solve
the “trilemma” linking in a vicious circle international trade, monetary stability
and international capital flows.®2 On a practical level, the Italian government
directed its maritime expansion towards those commercial spaces, which were
the early victims of the Great Depression. As it was said,

the conditions for international economic cooperation were not present in mid-
1933. Each of the major countries had its own view of the economic crisis and
was trying to formulate its own remedies. Instead of initiating international co-
operation or leadership, each of the major European industrial and financial pow-
ers would become the centre of a currency and trading block of its own.®

The international nature of world trade had come into incurable conflict with
the national economic policies largely adopted by the major countries. For the
Italian ambitions this was a big problem: the expectations of success were to
be adapted to the new situation, making the best of the investments during the
1920s, to maintain (and if possible to expand) the markets that were essential
to achieve the desired status of great power.

Such a mission was well beyond the simple search for a way to enable
Companies to survive the crisis. It was a matter that involved the key role of
the entire maritime sector as an instrument for the whole national economic
system. To perform this task, strategic thinking, creativity, and problem solving
were necessary at a level higher than the usual.’® Finmare management provided
the necessary intellectual insights,

The first operational decision implied a Copernican revolution (in the sense of
a complete reversal of the path of reasoning) in the way the maritime services
were considered in Italy. The previous predominance of land-based interests

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disappeared while, the new organization aimed to optimize the activities
performed at sea.

International traffic was divided into four main areas, each assigned to
a specific company, based on one of the main Italian ports: Genoa for the
Americas, Naples for the Western Mediterranean and the Isles, Trieste for
Africa and the Pacific Ocean and Venice for Eastern Mediterranean. Goods and
passengers traveling to a given direction had to be transported overland to
the port designated to forward them to the final destination. Thus, the new
organization simplified services and their management, abolishing all double
lines and decreasing fixed costs. The new organization, in theory aimed to
create a single national transport system, considering the fact that in 1936
the state fully controlled also the railway network and air transportation, and
actually owned 90% of the merchant fleet engaged in line services. It was
clearly a unique condition for the non-Communist world.

In addition, the new organization released resources for the construction
of new and more modern ships, including a fleet of banana ships to transport
fruits from the African coast of the Italian Empire, and the improvement of
services at the ports.

In 1936 a new reform was introduced, with the creation of a single, huge,
state-owned holding company: Finmare. The new entity controlled only four
running firms, but owned about half of the national tonnage, and nearly all
the great ocean liners flying the Italian flag. In other words, the Italian State
became the major maritime operator of the country, holding a virtual monopoly
on long-distance passenger transport.

The Italian state-owned merchant fleet, after the 1936 reform

In 1936, as in 1932, key decisions were taken inside a small group of experts,
selected among managers and bankers, with a predominant production-oriented
view, Entrepreneurs —in the sense of shipowners- disappeared during the 1920s
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crisis, and politicians were cautiously kept out of the decision-making process."

The team of specialists, brought together by the banks for their financial
engineering purposes,’” was co-opted by IRI after its establishment, creating
the think tank that was behind the Finmare reform.

In fact, Finmare was much more than a state tool for state intervention
into economic life. It was, or at least it intended to be, a fundamental pillar
to ensure independence and a more stable development path for the entire
Italian productive system. This goal would be accomplished through different
mechanisms: obviously, assuring cheap and easy connections with the rest of
the world, but also fixing the balance of payments, attracting tourists to Italy,
and projecting abroad a positive image of the nation, its achievements and
its possibilities. Such a program, after all, was only a minor adjustment to the
ideas and projects drawn up during the years between the disastrous defeat at
Caporetto, in 1917, and the 1926 Ciano reform.

The second half of the 1930s was a time of intense study and reflection,
under the leading role of a “Committee for the reorganization of the maritime
services”, formed at the IRI, which defined the actions to be translated into
a domestic program involving an ad hoc group of laws and regulations. Two
Government decrees (December, 1936) set the coordinates of the new maritime
policy of the country. As a first step, the former agreements with shipping
companies were revoked. All the subsidized transport services were reorganized
in four major geographic areas, assigning them to the new companies, which
would take over the existing business activities.

The four new companies started operation from January 1<, 1937, and the
final goals of the entire operation were:'

a) The absolute and imperative need to provide an administrative structure for
national maritime services that could preserve at best the prestige of the Italian
flag in every sea, and defend it against renewed attacks by an increasingly inten-
sified international competition. This was particularly important at a time when
the world is looking to Italy, which is projecting a new public image over the great
imperial shipping routes, and which intends to affirm its power;

b) The need, equally absolute and imperative, to contain as much as possible
the financial support originating from the state budget. One can recall, as it had
already been stated, that if the services had to continue with the present sys-
tem despite the changing global economic conditions, the State could not avoid

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increasing sensibly the expenditure; therefore this increase was to be contained,
and possibly avoided altogether.’®

The free market had disappeared. Only the State remained, with its proper
agenda, together with the élite of bureaucrats, entrusted with the task to
accomplish this long-standing mission.

4. Finmare: the final settlement

The final outcome was a system made of 105 shipping lines, covering more
than 10 million miles of sea, performed by more than 200 ships of a total
tonnage of more than 1.250.000 dtw. Such a system was incompatible to the
principles of the open market, because it met objectives designed at Finmare
only on the basis of theoretical reasonings, and it was regulated by special
legislation enacted by the government, regardless of the load actually carried
by the ships, or the supply-demand conditions. Any cost not covered by revenues
would be reimbursed by the State, through a system of special grants.’> Along
this perspective, the idea of business disappeared, giving way to a public service
extended to the whole field of transportation by land, by sea and after the 1939
reform, also by air.’®

The magnitude of the operative field assigned to the Finmare organization
does not seem to have been an accidental aspect inside the process of its
institution, or a secondary byproduct, but it seems to have been one of the
original concerns (and perhaps the more “technocratic” one) of the entire
project.

Specifically, the Finmare reform particularly emphasized on two strategic
elements: the intangible assets and a long-term perspective. For shipping
companies, the value-creation process is usually linked to the development of a
specific know-how (depending on the area of activity, both in terms of market
and geography) and to its effective involvement in the institutional and cultural
environment of the countries potentially interested in its services. In order to

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obtain a good result, a shipping company has to create a network of agents,
creative marketing and sale capabilities, together with solid relations with
customers. All these assets are quite difficult to acquire and very easy to lose. A
good degree of far-sightedness was therefore imperative.

Following a substantially nonlinear path, the creation of Finmare and the
contemporary legitimating process of a self-organized and self-controlling élite
of bureaucrats at the head of the new holding company was the best political
choice available, to achieve a secure and stable balance between expenses
on the one hand, and the provision of a service considered essential for the
national economy on the other.

Fascist politicians were perfectly aware of the importance of the movement
underway, and granted liberties to the technicians, also in consideration of
the «very important material and moral interests [involved], even compared to
maritime passenger fleets of other nations, protected and supported by their
governments» as was said in 1933 by a government decree."’

Even the Duce gave a speech in favor of revitalizing the nation’s merchant
marine, but the entire process to elaborate a new scheme for the indispensable
state subsidies was kept inside the Iri, not in the Government offices.

It was at this stage that the technocrats used the political value of the
reform to achieve their goals of streamlining the system’s governance, along
with some personal benefits, such as an almost completely autonomous
decision-making responsibility, together with the guarantee that public funding
would be proportionate to the needs of the companies, not the reverse. Such a
group of experts had a clear mission: to create a solid self-justification, and to
make sure that only a limited group of people possessed the indispensable skills
to accomplish this fundamental assignment. As was said at the beginning of an
internal memorandum, «For our country, maritime communications represent
a fundamental interest, and the rational improvement of the merchant marine
is essential because, with minimal financial support, the Nation can have an
instrument in the service of its life, its defense and its development».'®

Everyone can recognize a clear nationalistic echo in these words, repeatedly
confirmed in other IRl documents, presumably directed to the Government
offices. The aim was to convince the politicians about the ability of technicians
not only to solve the difficult situation, but also to re-establish the Italian liner
shipping, together with the image of the nation’s economic potential.

The task that Finmare managers gave themselves was of a hybrid nature.
Economic means were intended as tools to fight a political confrontation among

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Nations, to survive very difficult times. As was said in another memorandum,
«It is a battle fought every day, and it’s only partly an economic battle, largely
political, because none of the routes under consideration is abandoned to the
free play of economic advantage: They are almost always lines subsidized in
all ways by their Governments, anxious to maintain, or to impose ex novo, a
prestigious position for their national flags»."?

Along this perspective, all three actors involved found their respective role,
and a legitimation of their positions towards the outside world. The starting point
was the typical nationalistic-fascist assumption that international relations
are perpetually unstable and competitive, and that stronger Nations need to
be economically self-sufficient if they have to survive and prosper in a hostile
international environment. Consequently, the IRl technocracy undertook the task
of ensuring the operative conditions for a solid and independent position of
Italy in the international economy. The politicians accepted their exclusion from
what was considered a purely technical field of operations. Finally, the State
Treasury was given the completely subordinate task of financially supporting
those initiatives. In exchange, the technocrats assured that the operating cost
of the new system would be the cheapest possible, and that the entire national
economy would gain a service that the poor national market was unable to
grant in those years.

Finmare was actually a hybrid: a company wholly owned by the state, but
working along quasi-market criteria, within a highly competitive sector, as
the international ocean freight market. The experience of Finmare can be
presented as an example of relative efficiency in managing a service of primary
importance for the national economy, both in overcoming the crisis following
the Wall Street crash, and during the complete reconstruction of the national
fleet after the Italian defeat in World War Il In fact, Finmare was an important
tool for the development of the national economy, especially during the 1950s
and 1960s, reaching significant results from the budget point of view, as well
as promoting abroad a positive image of the country.

In June 1940, Italy entered World War II. In their annual report for 1942,
the Finmare leaders incorporated some significant sentences, casting light on
their real intentions. It must be said that, at that time, Italy had difficulties in
waging the war and the certainty that there would not be the hoped-for victory.
In their report, the Finmare executives painted a picture in which there was no
reference to the “enemy”, nor war that would result in its complete destruction.
They talked instead of the economic spaces that would develop across the

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conflict, pondering the postwar period, safeguarding in the first place the fleet,
but also the relationships, conveniences and the whole system of business and
trade, once the storm had passed. A part of the fleet had to go through the war
almost disguised in some way, in order to be ready at the appropriate time.?°

All traces of fascism had been erased, and only the rational and technical
superiority of Finmare was there to provide a vital service to a national economy
like the Italian, structurally dependent on foreign markets for its supplies and
diffusion of its production.

The most interesting aspect is that such a system lasted almost unchanged
for more than 30 years, surviving the war and effectively helping the Italian
economic growth in the 1950s and early 1960s, during the years of the
“economic miracle”.

5. A case of success?

In the above case study, the usual interaction between the supply and demand
equilibrium and the so-called network effects was complicated by the overload
of political externalities that the maritime system possessed in Italy during
those years. The typical aspect of the national transport system remained
unchanged in its shape (in fact there was no direct relationship between the
state shipping companies and their customers, even when they were other
State-owned enterprises, as was typical under free market conditions), but it
was substantially overturned.

Unlike a system of semi-independent transport companies subjected to the
need to find only inside the market sufficient business to survive, the Finmare
system, in contrast, ensured the survival of firms not only thanks to state funds
(after all, such a system was neither new, nor typical of Italy during the fascist
period), but by linking them to the importance of the complex political mission
entrusted to Finmare, a political mission endowed with a lot of non-economic
aspirations.

An important consequence was the virtual elimination of any competition, at
least on the domestic market, to ensure to the public shipping companies every
opportunity freights, therefore enabling them to confront the international
competition starting from a dumping advantage.

The relationship between national economy and state-owned navigation
was beneficial for both sides for some decades, until the whole transformation
of the global maritime market during the 1960s led to a complete reversal of
terms. In fact, the Finmare reform survived Fascism, till 1962 without changes,
and continued till the 1970s with minor adaptations.

Until then, Finmare continued to carry on its services at the expenses of
the national economic system, when it became too large (and socially too
important) to be resized and restored to the conditions of a sound budgetary

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equilibrium.

We could almost say that the disruption of the traditional system of
mutual interrelationship between the transport system and national economy
prevented the first to evolve at the same speed as the second, creating a
gradually increasing imbalance that had to be financed by public funds until it
came to a point of rupture in less than twenty years, between the mid-1970s
and the 1990s The Finmare crisis, and its liquidation in 1999, led not only to the
complete disappearance of state-owned navigation, but also to a significant
decline of the entire Italian maritime presence in the world.

The enterpreunerial activities of

a pasa and the role of Georgios
Voulgaris of Hydra (end of the 18th-
beginning of the 19th century)

The period in the Ottoman history from the second half of the 18" century until
the official commencement of the Tanzimat in 1839 was marked by intense
political, economic and social reclassifications. These changes were the result
of a long-term structural transformation of the state’s economy, which on their
part began during the economic crisis that the Ottoman empire encountered
with in the late 16" -middle of 17" century. As a result, the basic economic
structures, such as for example the timar system, were adapted to the new
reality, and marked by the gradual monetization of the Ottoman economy.
The most significant expression of this adaptation was the proliferation and
predominance of the already known method of short-term tax lease system
(iltizam) and by the end of the 17% century of the life-long tax-lease (malikane);
the regular function of both was supposed to provide the state treasury with
considerable amounts of cash. Although in actuality the implementation of tax-
farming in almost every aspect of economic life resulted in considerable loss of
tax revenues for the state, still the state mechanism saved time and money by
not involving itself in the tax-raising process, and also —~hopefully- had immediate
access to ready cash. Nevertheless, the expansion of the tax-lease systems was
only a part of a large and complicated process of economic transformations, not
necessarily signs of economic crisis, as in the case of the demographic increase
in many parts of the Ottoman empire during the 16" century and the consequent
development of the cities, but with multifold long-term implications in different
levels: gradual expansion of trade and turn to market-oriented agricultural

that sometimes tended to deviate from the traditional confessional (Muslims-
non Muslims) and political (askeri-reaya) classification. By this | do not mean
that the general principle of the religious and political superiority of the Muslim
population vis a vis the non-Muslim was disregarded -on the contrary-, but
rather that the accumulation of capital by economically active persons within
the non-Muslim population enabled them to differentiate themselves socio-
economically, not only from their coreligionists but also from some of the
Muslim population, be they simple Ottoman subjects or officials. On the other
hand, the Ottoman economy was in a great scale monetized and the internal and
external trade generally continued to increase, even with a different rhythm.?
In this framework, certain aspects of the Ottoman economic policy, that is the
provision of the Ottoman capital and other important cities with abundant
quantity of necessary products for daily subsistence, but also with high quality
luxury items, the policy of continuous increase of the tax revenues -including
the custom dues- and the domination of the commercialized agricultures in
certain areas of the Balkans or Western Anatolia, contributed to the formation
of a commercial network having Istanbul at its center and with other cities such
as Smyrna, Salonica, Halep, or Patras as radial sub-centers.> The governing
elite as well as the provincial elites became a part of this network, either
participating directly in commercial transactions, or by advancing to the market
the agricultural production of the estates they possessed or exploited through
tax-farming, or even by providing the necessary capital in the form of loans to
those who were in need.*

As far as the involvement of Ottoman officials in entrepreneurial activities is
concerned, not only was it a part of the economic reality in this period, but also

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was legitimized as is evident in the description by the Ottoman historian Naima
of the activities of Dervis Mehmed Pasa in the middle of the 17th century as
governor of Baghdad. The basic argument presented by the historian in the
beginning of the 18th century, reflecting the position of the above mentioned
pasa, was that a person with political power that would be able to expand his
income by engaging in commerce and agriculture would not oppress the reaya
by seizing their goods and money in order to be able to finance his retinue and
other expenditures and also to profit from his administrative position.> Besides,
the linking of political power (emaret) and economic activity and the subsequent
distinction between justice and tyranny was a topic which the Muslim scholars
discussed as early as the 14% century with Ibn Haldun, while four centuries
later the historian Naima clearly argued that engagement in commerce and
agriculture on behalf of the Ottoman officials could be considered tyranny only
when it excluded the people from economic activity.® Indeed, the theoretical
legitimation of the entrepreunerial activities of the officials by Naima
presaged the active involvement of the Ottoman officials in economic activity,
evident mostly at the end of the 18th and beginning of the 19% century, with
investments especially in tax-farming and the provision of the Ottoman capital,
that is, sectors related to the function of the state, but also on foreign trade,
especially of luxury items, taking under consideration the official prohibition
of the exportation of grain.” It should be noted, however, that in a political
environment that did not fully recognize property rights, and the confiscations
of the properties of Ottoman officials were often for political and economic
reasons, especially in this period, entrepreunerial activities that were related
with the function of the state mechanisms provided the officials not only with
the opportunity to gain capital but also legitimized even more their economic
activity. Thus, by the end of the 18th century the investments of the Ottoman
officials in entreupreunership were frequent and legitimized so far as they
were part of larger state policies and did not question the dominant political
structure by transforming the economic capital to political one.

In this respect the economic activity of the chief admiral of the Ottoman
fleet Kiiclik Hiiseyin Pasa (1792-1803) is characteristic of the entrepreunerial
initiatives taken by a high Ottoman official of that time. It is also characteristic
for the way the Ottoman officials constructed networks through which they
promoted their political and economic interests. These networks were comprised
of members of their “household”, mostly officials and other individuals who
owed to the head of the household their political career and their access to the
resources. Their relationship with the latter was a part of a larger patronage
network to which belonged people not necessarily members of the “household”

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but tied with its head with relations based on strong personal dependence.?
In this respect the aim of this paper is twofold: to focus a) on the economic-
entrepreunerial activities of the kapudan pasa Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa, and b) on
the integration of members of local elites in the commercial-cum-patronage
network of the above mentioned Ottoman official.

Kuctik Hiseyin Pasa was a significant political figure during the reign of
Selim 111 (1789-1807) with whom he was attached with bonds of friendship. He
was of Georgian or Circassian origin and a slave of the silahdar ibrahim Pasa.
With the initiative of his master he entered the palace and after the ascendance
of Selim Ill to the throne he convinced the sultan of his abilities; as a result Kiigiik
Huseyin successively assumed several palace offices. In 1792 he became chief
admiral (kapudan pasa) and he held his office until his death from tuberculosis
in 1803. It is noteworthy that Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa was one of the most fervent
supporters of the reformist agenda of Selim Ill. He continued the policy of his
predecessors for re-organizing the Ottoman fleet on the basis of the European
standards,® while he attained significant victories in the struggle against
pirates and corsairs in the Aegean Sea, forcing one of the most formidable
corsair in the period, Lambros Katsonis, to flee to Russia, and in restricting
the piratical activity of the Maniots in the Morea. He also commanded the
expedition against Pazvandoglu (1798-1799), and he also joined forces with the
British against the French army in Egypt, while he managed in 1799 to subdue
some of the Mamluks of Egypt to Ottoman rule.”

During the twelve years Kiictik Huseyin Pasa held the office of chief admiral
he developed significant economic activity, which is registered in an inventory
of revenues and expenditures from the moment he became kapudan pasa until
his death.”” The revenues are recorded for a covering period either of several
months or a full year or more, and were sent to the sarrafs (treasurers) of the
state treasury or the imperial mint (darbhane). The reason why the government
wished to control the incoming revenues of a member of the governing elite can
be attributed to the general state economic policy of the period, according to
which part of the income of these officials was transferred to a specific state

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treasury, the irad-i Cedid, founded a year after Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa became
chief admiral, in order to finance the expensive reforms Selim Il wished to
apply. It could also mean that the state aimed to monitor the wealth of its
servants.'? In this specific register the official revenues of the kapudan pasa
are recorded, such as the zahire baha and hediye baha deriving from the areas
that belonged to his jurisdiction; the annual profits (faiz) from the tax-farms,
or the lease of his estates (ciftlik); the payment of certain amounts of money
from various officials or individuals for unspecified reasons but most probably
for the promotion of their interests, and the revenues from his entrepreunerial
activities. On the other hand, the register of the expenditures is brief, recording
the sums of money given for “vezirial issues” (umur-i asafaneleri) with the order
of the kapudan pasa or those owed to various people.” After the deduction of
the expenditures from the revenues, the sum left was significantly less and was
transferred to the revenues of the next recorded period.”* Thus, the revenues
of the chief admiral were clearly subject to state intervention. It is certain, for
example, that the annual profits from the tax units (mukataas) controlled by him
(as well as by other high state officials), although included in the “revenues” part
of the register, were in fact officially transferred to Irad-i Cedid.” It is for this
reason that a little before he died Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa asked from Selim Il to
grant him the two years’ profits of his mukataas in order to be able to pay his
remaining debts, arguing that the latter were created because of the financing
of the military expeditions.’®

Despite the pasha’s numerous debts by the time of his death, Kiicik
Hiseyin Pasa developed notable entrepreunerial activities in trade and, more
specifically, in the provision of the Ottoman capital. According to the register,
Kuglk Hiseyin Pasa received revenues from the sale mostly of grain, coffee and
“Egyptian rice”, but also of sugar, textiles and sheep. In most cases the products

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were brought for sale to the Ottoman capital from Alexandria (iskenderiye)
but also from Yaffa in the coast of Palestine and in one case from Bodrum in
western Anatolia; in some other cases the products were transferred to Smyrna
and the island of Chios, where they were sold. The register, however, does not
always mention the specific place where the merchandise was bought, referring
generally to products transferrred (to Istanbul) from various places."” In some
cases the merchandise was directly sold to the head of the respective guilds
as happened in May 1797, when coffee brought from Alexandria was sold to
the “guilds” (esnaf) for 24,444 gurus'® or in August 1803 when sheep were
sold to the head of the butchers (kassabbasi) of Istanbul for 5,000 gurus.' The
majority of these transactions were made within the provisioning system of
the Ottoman capital, which in this period was controlled by the state, but still
provided the entrepreneurs with considerable profits.?® As far as the grain is
concerned it is probable that either the ships which brought it to the capital
on behalf of Kiiclik Hiiseyin Pasa were hired by the state, or they belonged to
the Ottoman fleet, or again the kapudan pasa acted individually, not only in
purchasing and selling the product in Istanbul but also in transporting it.?" It is
probable that combination of the above could happen. Among the registered
transactions concerning grain, one of the most lucrative occurred in 1795,
when Kiiciik Hiseyin Pasa received 48,594 gurus for 14,952 Istanbullu kile (1
Istanbullu kile=25.7 kg=384.3kg) of grain brought from Alexandria and sold in
the Ottoman capital.??> The price of grain sold in Istanbul and registered in the
defter was stable, 3.24-3.25 gurus/kile, and in comparison to the price of grain
in Salonica in 1798 (2-3 piastres), it was a bit higher.?> However, it was lower
than the price with which the kapudan pasa sold grain in Smyrna in the summer

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of 1796, which rated between 3.5 and 4 gurus/ kile,>* and much lower that
the price achieved in 1803 in the island of Hydra, as will be explained below.
The hypothesis that the graid sold in the port of Smyrna would be exported to
Europe makes the higher price plausible.

Although less lucrative, the investments of Kiclk Hiiseyin Pasa in ship-
ownership were quite significant. In some entries of the register the fares for
the voyages made by the ships which belonged to the kapudan pasa in whole
or in part are recorded.” It should be noted that the investments of Ottoman
officials in ship-ownership are documented from the second half of the 16%
century and onwards,?® demonstrating the interest of the governing and later
also of the provincial elites for the expanding international as well as internal
trade and their wish to participate in the forthcoming profits. In this respect in
the second half of the 18 century partnerships between Muslims and Christians
investors aiming at the purchase of a ship and/or the cargo, or the employment
of a captain, are recorded.?” Such partnerships are also found in the above
mentioned register of Kiiciik Hiseyin Pasa; namely, the ownership with 50% of
a kirlangig,?® in which the captain was a certain Nikolas from the island of Psara
and most probably the owner of the other half,* or the ownership with 100%
of a sehtiye,* again with the same captain.*' On the other hand, Kiiciik Hiiseyin
Pasa owned ships together with other Muslim investors®? and he also employed
Muslim captains for them.>® What is important, however, is the fact that most

probably the chief admiral was engaged in foreign trade, as is demonstrated
in the fares he received from the two trips which the above mentioned sehtiye
made to France in 1796 and 1797 for which Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa received 7,500
gurus.*

The commercial transactions of Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa were realized through
commercial agents and/or partners, some of whom were Ottoman officials -
most probably of the Ottoman fleet- such as Hasan kapudan, Hasan Bey and,
Firtina kapudan, while a certain Haci ibrahim Efendi was responsible for the
shipments from Alexandria. On their part the participation in the entrepreunerial
businesses of a high Ottoman official did not contradict their basic political
status as members of the askeri class, so far as the economic interests of this
or other Ottoman official did not contradict significant state policies such as
the prohibition of smuggling and of profiteering. In the case of Kiictik Hiiseyin
Pasa those officials who participated in this or another way in his commercial
transactions must have been either members of his household or they belonged
to the patronage network which the chief admiral had also created,which,
however, most probably intersected with his household.>* In both cases, the
members of the household and/or patronage network were bound with the chief
admiral with relations based on personal dependence.

A member of the patronage network of the chief admiral was Georgios
Voulgaris from the small island of Hydra. Since 1670 Hydra (Camlica) belonged
to the hass of the kapudan pasa*® and by the end of the 18th century the island
developed a significant maritime fleet, which was often used by the Ottoman
government for the transfer of products to Istanbul as well as during naval
expeditions, as in the wars against Russia in the end of the 18" century.?’
Moreover Hydra, as well as other Aegean islands such as Spetses (Suluca) and
Psara, regularly sent marines (mellah) to the Ottoman fleet.>® One of them was
Voulgaris, who in 1778 served in the Ottoman fleet as marine, but soon he
ascended the hierarchy because of his abilities. Voulgaris became head of his
compatriots who served in the same fleet and then captain, and later “bas
reis”, that is one of the two captains of the flagship “Selimiye”, one of the
biggest ships of the Ottoman fleet having a crew of 1,200 and 122 canons.*®

In addition, Voulgaris participated in the murder
of some Mamluk officers, secretly planned by Kiictik Hiiseyin Pasa, in order to
fully reinstate the Ottoman authority in Egypt.*® Since then Voulgaris enjoyed
the trust and favor of the chief admiral, who in 1802 accepted the request of
the elders of Hydra and appointed him bas kocabasi (chief elder)*' in the island
and later supervisor (nazir) of the neighboring islands of Spetses and Poros.*
It is noteworthy that after the death of Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa in December 1803
Voulgaris managed to retain his position as bas kocabasi until his death in 1812,
since the successors of the chief admiral continued to support him, even when a
part of the local population and the notables of Hydra stood against Voulgaris.**

Apart of the good relations that Vulgaris may have kept with the successors
of Kiiciik Hiseyin Pasa, for the Ottoman governement the maintenance of
Voulgaris as bas kocabasi in the island of Hydra meant the continuous support
of the needs of the Ottoman state (provisions for the ships, transfer of
merchandise to the Ottoman capital and participation in the war against piracy
or in naval expeditions). In any case, the position of Voulgaris in Ottoman fleet
and later in the administration of Hydra coincided with the policy of Selim IlI,
most probably induced by Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa himself, to strengthen Ottoman
shipping and commerce by providing privileges to certain Aegean islands.*
Thus, in 1793 Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa permitted the inhabitants of Hydra, Spetses
and Psara to trade in the Black Sea in order to supply the Ottoman capital under

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the status of the “kapan merchants”, that is, the investors who participated
in the provision of the capital and occasionally enjoyed important privileges,
such as the oligopsony prerogative in Wallachia in 1800. The permission was
granted to the islanders in return for their contribution to the provision of the
capital in the previous years, and allowed the captains and ship-owners of the
above mentioned islands to participate in the provision system by freely trading
in the Black Sea and under favorable conditions.** It seems that the foregoing
regulation continued in effect for a specific period of time, when probably the
needs for the provision of the capital were intense. Thus, in 1803 Kiiciik Hiiseyin
Pasa responded to the request of the inhabitants of Hydra represented by
Voulgaris, and allowed again the free trade in the Black Sea, in order to enable
the ship-owners to purchase the merchandise directly and not in other places
such as the islands of Lesvos (Midilli) and Tenedoz (Bozcaada), where they would
buy the stock —-brought from the Black Sea- from ships under foreign flag.*® The
latter regulation referred to those of the inhabitants of Hydra that would trade
as Ottoman subjects and not as protegées (beratlis) of foreign states; after the
death of the chief admiral this privilege was not renewed by his successors.*’
Voulgaris was economically and politically reimbursed for his devotion
towards his immediate patron Kiiclik Hiiseyin Pasa and the unimpeded fulfilment
of the state interests. In 1800 Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa granted to Voulgaris and to
a certain Konstanti reis from Hydra the small island of Agkistri, “in order to
render the place prosperous, guard it and cultivate [the lands]”.*® In the same
year Kiicik Huseyin Pasa lent 18,000 gurus to Voulgaris with no mention of
interest, in order to facilitate his purchase of 8,000 Istanbullu kile of grain for
3.5 gurus/kile. Part of the loan (10,500 gurus) was redeemed a month later and
—pending to new evidence- it is probable that Voulgaris would fully redeem the
chief admiral after the sale of the grain.*® Moreover one year later the kapudan

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pasa donated two three-mast ships (sehtiye) to Voulgaris, approximately 19m
length each, each with its crew (takim ile) in return for his devoted service in the
Ottoman.*® Thus, Voulgaris who had been already involved in entrepreunerial
activities, such as the purchase of grain mentioned above, or the loans with
interest provided to the community of Hydra in 1798 and 1802,°' was certainly
additionally facilitated in the capital accumulation with the donation of the two
ships and the exploitation of the island of Agkistri.

On the other hand, the fulfilment of the financial interests was mutual, since
Voulgaris acted as intermediary who promoted the economic interests of his
patron as revealed in the following case. In 1803 Hiseyin Pasa ordered the
transfer of 18,000 kile of grain from Cyprus to Hydra where they were sold.
Voulgaris was supposed to send to Istanbul the amount obtained from the
purchase after the extraction of the fare paid to Giridli Emin kapudan (11,272.5
gurus) and the “expenses” (masraf) amounting to 720 gurus®. Indeed, he sent
a part of it (26,000 gurus), but still the remaining was to be expected. In the
correspondence from December 1803 until the April of 1804 between the new
kapudan pasa (after the death of Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa), Abdilkadir Pasa or his
steward, and Voulgaris, the latter was urged to send quickly the money to the
Ottoman capital, while it is also mentioned that it would be deposited in the
“Interior Treasury” (enderun-i hiimayun hazine), probably as a result of the
confiscation of the deceased chief admiral’s property and the repayment of
his debts by the sultan as mentioned above.*® It is interesting that according to
the letter sent to Voulgaris by Abdiilkadir Pasa in April 1804 the price of grain
obtained on behalf of Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa was 4.5 gurus/kile, which is higher
than the price obtained in the market of Istanbul, and this can be an indication
that the grain would -illegally- be exported. Nevertheless, a month before in
another letter of Abdiilkadir Pasa to Voulgaris the sums of money owed by the
latter were 9,000 gurus more because the price of grain was computed to 5
gurug/kile.> It seems that either Voulgaris had agreed with the deceased chief
admiral to keep for himself the difference of 0.5 gurus/kile —or he did it of his
own accord? —or certain Ottoman officials tried to increase the price and pocket
the difference, taking advantage of the death of Kiiciik Hiiseyin Pasa. In any
case, regardless whether Voulgaris acted in this transaction as representative
of the community of Hydra or on his own, he served as intermediary for the
fulfillment of the chief admiral's economic interests. Interestingly, after
the death of Kiiciik Hiseyin Pasa Voulgaris continued to accommodate the

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interests of high Ottoman officials as in 1805, when the voyvoda of Tenedos
asked Voulgaris to send a ship capable of carrying 12,000-15,000 of millet and
barley brought there by the then kapudan pasa. In the same document there is
a note in Greek written by Konstanti Haliani, consul of Russia in Tenedos, asking
Voulgaris to send the ship so that they can make a “cheap bargain” («naldpt
@tnvd»), denoting that they could purchase the cargo with a profitable price
for them and then resell it.>> Again in February 1806 the same voyvoda asked
Voulgaris to help in the sale of an amount of wine sent to Hydra with Haci
Konstanti from Athens and also to send to Tenedos 5,000-6,000 kile of barley
and millet with the ship of a certain Anca cavus, in case it was needed.>®

The involvement of a member of the governing elite by the end of the 18"
century in entrepreneurial activity other than the usual one such as tax-farming,
and the creation of a network around him aiming to fulfill his own political-
economic interests was a phenomenon certainly not rare, and future studies
on the subject will clarify the extent of this activity. It shows, however, that
trade —even under the state control as in the case of the import of foodstuffs
for the capital - provided the conditions for capital accumulation, while the
investments in ship-ownership demonstrate the desire to capture some of
the profits of the increasing foreign and internal trade. The participation in
this network by a member of the provincial elite of non-Muslim origin such as
Voulgaris demonstrates the ways the political and economic interests interacted
within the framework of a patronage relationship, which gave the opportunity
to enhance both the political authority and the economic interests. Also Kiiciik
Hiseyin Pasa and Voulgaris shared a common political characteristic, that is
the full integration into the Ottoman political system. Especially for Voulgaris
this integration provided him with the necessary legitimation as far as his
relationship with the Sublime Porte is concerned. However, he was confronted
with a gradually expanding trend of disengagement from the dominant
Ottoman political and economic framework, a trend that few years after his
death prevailed with the outbreak of the Greek war of independence.

Markets, politics and railways:
Portugal, 1852-1873

Introduction

Onthe first half of the 19t century, the turmoil of the Portuguese politics prevented
the development of public works, namely in the field of transportation’. In the
1840’s, the minister Costa Cabral was able to introduce the required stability
in order to decree the construction of the first railway in Portugal (between
Lisbon and Spain). Even though the enterprise was not successful, it became
obvious that Portugal needed to invest in the modernization of its transport
and communication networks (which were at the time archaic)? so that the
Portuguese could better connect themselves to Europe and at the same time
exploit the resources of the nation.?

The coup of 1.5.1851, which initiated a period known in Portuguese History

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as Regeneracdo, overthrew Costa Cabral, but not his economic strategy, which
could be further implemented, since that revolution also brought pacification
and an enlarged consensus between the Portuguese political parties.*

The main goal of this public works programme (known as Fontismo, after
Fontes Pereira de Melo, the statesman who, to a large extent, implemented it)
was to break the distance between Portugal and Europe. In the mid-1850s, world
commerce was on the rise. Railways met that demand for better transportation,
but they also contributed for the development of commercial transactions.> In
countries of central Europe or the United States of America, wealth grew in
tandem with railways and for the Portuguese rulers it was very tempting to
connect railway building to economic development.®

However, it was hardly believable that in countries like Portugal any railway
could be built only with private capital or only with the own resources of the
nation. Even though it was considered that any investment in railways would
promote economic development it was also known that there wasn’'t enough
capital in the country to finance railway building. So there arose the need for
the government to help and to associate to private foreign entrepreneurship in
a relationship that was regarded as a symbiosis, not only in Portugal, but pretty
much across Europe’.

In 1851, the engineer Albino de Figueiredo admits that construction and
operation of railways should be assigned to private companies aided and
overseen by the state®. Five years later, the French engineer Watier (hired by
the Portuguese government) also believes that only through the cooperation
between private and public initiative could Portugal enjoy the benefits of railway
transportation. He said that building railroads in Portugal was very costly
and little interesting as far as profit was concerned. They could be a great
instrument for developing the country but for the company that operated them,
it would be a disastrous enterprise unless the state aided that company. In the
Portuguese parliament there were also those who were favourable to granting
subsidies to private investors, given the certainty that direct construction and
exploration by the government was unfeasible®.
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Spain had also realized that a few years before, given the lack of financial
and technical capability of the government. Up to 1865, private companies
cooperating with the state built thousands of miles of railways'™. Investors also
knew that investing in the European periphery was very risky. Replicating what
had happened in England was unlikely and in other European nations a deeper
intervention of the state was the general rule.

In France, the engineers of the Ecole de Ponts et Chaussées advised a
complete dominion of the state over the railway sector. Others defended that the
intervention of the state should be limited either granting interest guarantees
or kilometric subventions or taking responsibility over the construction of part of
the railways. The operation should always be given to private companies, even
though the state could retrieve the tracks after a few years and pay a determined
sum to the shareholders. After a period during which private entrepreneurship
took over the sector without any help from the state (that ended in several
bankruptcies), the law of 11.6.1842 grants the state a greater role in the sector.
Public power was suspicious towards private companies and their demands
became too strict. Nevertheless, the French network grew greatly between
1843 and 1846. The Deuxiéme République intended to nationalize every private
railway, but that was impossible to achieve. France embraces once again the
notion of cooperation between state and private companies through 99 year
long concessions, financial aid, the formation of regional monopolies and a
wider scope of action of the government in the companies’ managements. The
Second Empire reinforces this policy, but gives more liberty of action to private
initiative. Until 1867, six big companies were formed, each one of them with an
exclusive area of action and taking advantage of interest guarantees granted
by the government. The major consequence of this strategy was an enormous
growth of the network™.

In Belgium, the government began to build the national rail network and
after that it started to attract private investors. In 1843, a law allows the
government to aid companies in order to extend the railroad net. Several were
the solutions; however the lack of consensus made that law useless. In any case,
British investors came, but the fact is that their achievements were scarce.
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The Belgian state was forced (20.12.1851 law) to take further measures which
stimulated private initiative to the point that up to the 1870s 50 new companies
were created and 2.600 kilometres of new rail lines were deployed'.

Portugal had good examples from abroad as far as aiding private companies
was concerned. However, it also lacked the required know-how to build railroads.
Hence, trusting foreign investors and technicians was needed. It took a while
before Portuguese engineers could take the building of railways into their own
hands'®. Furthermore, Portugal was always forced to resort to foreign investors.
This became a structural feature of its railway history.

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Central Peninsular Company

In 1851, Hardy Hislop, a British entrepreneur, proposed to build a railway
between Lisbon and the Spanish border near Badajoz. The committee nominated
to evaluate the project rejects it, but defines the bases to a public tender that
would be won by the very same Hardy Hislop, even though other contestants
were far more qualified (but didn't fulfil all the requirements of the tender).'®

Hislop forms (21.6.1852) the Central Peninsular Company of Railways in
Portugal. In the parliament a bill granting a guarantee of interest is approved
and the final contract is signed (11.5.1853). The contract was about a line
between Lisbon and Santarém. The remainder of the railway depended upon
negotiations with Spain regarding the continuation of the track in Spanish
territory. Before that, the government takes several actions to protect and foster
the company (altering parts of the contract that had been the base of the tender,
changing the expropriations law and approving the company’s statutes against
the better judgement of the technicians in the ministry of Public Works) despite
the warnings and the criticism of the opposition and some engineers. One of
the biggest helps was the purchase of '/, of the company’s capital. Hislop was
having trouble placing the company’s stocks in the London market (that was at
the time closed to Portuguese bonds due to a partial default months before)
and the government decides to aid the enterprise, acquiring a large part of its
share capital. As far as the statutes go, the engineers at the ministry of Public
Works and the general prosecutor advised against their approval, given the
promiscuity that established between the company and the contractors Shaw &
Waring, who were at the same time shareholders and members of the board.’®

The works were already underway, but now they could be hastened.
However, that didn't happen. The construction was very slow, due to the lack
of experience of the Portuguese workers, the absence of qualified foremen, the
linguistic obstacles between workers and contractors, the poor interpretation
of some articles of the contract, the lack of the required material and mainly
the conflicts between the contractors and the government’s inspectors that
should enforce the construction of the railway according to the articles of the
contract. Meanwhile the company phlegmatically witnessed all of these events
but did nothing, which is by no means surprising if we take into consideration
the position the contractors had in the organization’s hierarchy and the fact that
the guarantee of interest discouraged an accurate construction. In November,
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1854 the government intimates the inspectors to uphold the contract and the
company to obey the inspectors, but the results were zero."”

In 5.9.1855, the Shaw & Waring Brothers suspended the works and fired
the workers claiming that the company hadn’t paid the expenses of August. At
once the government takes hold of the contract and the works until the Central
Peninsular was able to resume them. This immediately caused the builders
Shaw & Waring to protest and to threaten the government with a complaint to
the British government.'®

Meanwhile, the failure of the government to give a boost to railway
construction (through a contract with the Pereire brothers rejected by the
parliament) leads to its replacement. The new government gives back the works
to the Central Peninsular with an additional sum (450 contos, a small fortune').
The government hoped that with this help the company would be able to finish
the job, but the slowness and lack of quality of the works were a constant.?®

In August, 1856, the king Peter V takes a voyage to Carregado, 36 kilometres
from Lisbon, but the train would never reach there because the telegraph was
yet to be installed. The king was furious and the government orders an inquiry.'
The inquiry committee approves the opening of the track if some repairs
were made and if the trains wouldn't travel faster than 30 kph. The grand
inauguration took place in 28.10.1856, but it was an enormous disappointment
(part of the guests had to return to Lisbon on stagecoaches). It became obvious
that the line was very poorly built, the materials were of low quality and that
the conditions of the contract were not met.?

In the remainder of the railway (that should reach Santarém), the works
were still very slow. The government demands that they were hastened and
nominates another inquiry commission that concludes that the company was in
a very bad financial situation.?®> Then the government begins looking for other
contractors who could resume the building of railways in Portugal.

Before that could happen it was necessary to solve the issue with the
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Central Peninsular and its contractors. This was a delicate matter, given the
protection they were granted by the British political and financial authorities. At
the time the London financial market was closed to Portuguese bonds and this
opportunity could be used to reopen them. A few weeks before, the Portuguese
Finance and Public Works minister, Fontes Pereira de Melo, confessed in the
parliament that a harsh (despite legal) treatment against the company could
endanger the efforts to develop the Portuguese transport system that needed
a strong investment from abroad.?* The British ambassador in Portugal also
advised the Portuguese to meet the demands of his countrymen, paving the
way for the following contractor with whom Portugal would negotiate (Sir
Samuel Morton Peto).?> In 1857 the contract is finally terminated not without
compensation to the shareholders and the contractors, even though they hadn’t
done a good job. The railway between Lisbon and Carregado also becomes
state property.

Morton Peto

After Hislop, the Portuguese rulers trusted in another British contractor:
Samuel Morton Peto, a man with more experience in railway building that his
predecessors. He was contracted by the Portuguese government in April 1857
to build a railroad between the two major cities of Portugal: Porto and Lisbon. In
June, the parliament approves the bill that allowed the government to terminate
the contract with the Central Peninsular and to hire Sir Samuel Morton Peto
to whom the government sells the line between Lisbon and Carregado for less
than it had given to the Central Peninsular. Peto would also receive a bonus of
25 contos for each kilometre built.?

Despite the reputation of Peto, he wasn't able to gather the necessary
capital to form a new company. He was abroad for about a year and he returns
empty-handed. To maintain the legality of the contract, the government grants
Peto an extension of the deadlines. In the field, the construction was slowly
being done by Portuguese engineers of the government.?’

In July 1858, Peto proposes a contract alteration: he would build the sections
between Carregado and Tomar and between Pombal and Gaia, leaving a 50
kilometres gap between Tomar and Pombal until the time the company was
formed. By this he would receive an allowance of 25 contos for each kilometre
built. The first one of those lines would be operated by the state whilst the
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second would be explored by Peto. If Peto was unable to create a new company,
the government could take over the whole of the tracks paying an additional
16 contos to Peto.?® This proposal was so unacceptable that it was never even
presented to the parliament. So, a few weeks later Peto presents another
solution: he would build the track between Carregado and the left bank of Douro.
In exchange the government had to increase the kilometric bonus (to 32 contos)
or to waive the sum it had to receive from the sale of the railway between
Lisbon and Carregado. The government also had to accept looser construction
conditions that would turn the construction easier. If even in these terms Peto
wasn't able to form a company, he would commit himself to deliver 25% of the
railway income to the state. If in five years time he still didn’'t create a company,
the government would be forced to buy back all of the works for an additional
16 contos. The operation of the tracks, however, would remain in the hands of
Peto for a period of five to ten years.?® The government refuses but presents a
counter-proposal granting Peto both a kilometric subvention and a guarantee
of interest. This new arrangement is presented to the parliament in February
1859, but only to be rejected by parliamentary commissions, which led to the
fall of the cabinet.®

The new government imposes a two months deadline for Peto to form a
company, under penalty of contract termination.®® Naturally, Peto isn't able
to create a new company and the contract is terminated.> This wasn't the
end of this issue, because Peto demanded compensation for his time and the
expenses he had allegedly done, even though he didn't present any proof of
such expenses. When he realized that the Portuguese government wasn't willing
to pay freely, he claimed that the investors that supported José de Salamanca
(the Spanish entrepreneur that would be the following choice of Portugal)
would never accept to invest in Portugal unless his demands were met. He
even implied that it was not a good decision of the Portuguese government to
deny him of his claims when Portugal was in a dire need to issue bonds in the
London market.>®* The Portuguese minister Anténio de Serpa responds that the
Portuguese government “doesn’t give in to threats; we shall handle the problem
when and how we see fit”.3* Unfortunately such gallantry wasn't backed up with
enough power to deny the compensation Peto demanded.*

The Southeastern of Portugal Railway Company

Before talking about José de Salamanca, we will analyze the case of another
British enterprise that operated in the southern area of Portugal (Alentejo).

In Alentejo, a Portuguese company had built a line between Barreiro and
Vendas Novas that in 1861 was bought by the state. In 1860 a group of British
entrepreneurs was hired to extend this railway to Evora and Beja in exchange
of a kilometric subvention of 12 contos. These men formed the Southeastern of
Portugal Railway Company that in a few years, and despite some delays, is able
to conclude its job. In 1864 the company also purchases from the government
the line between Vendas Novas and Barreiro.>® Besides the payment of a given
sum, the Southeastern was also forced to extend its railways from Evora to the
eastern line and Spain and from Beja to Algarve, receiving 18 contos for each
kilometre built.>” The first preliminary projects presented by the company to
the government were too sloppy and they weren't approved by the ministry of
Public Works.®

Despite this disapproval, the new agreement with the British seemed a
solution to railway building in Alentejo. However this illusion was shattered when
the Southeastern asks the government to replace the kilometric subvention
by a guarantee of income, giving the company back all the allowances that it
had received (more than 3 000 contos an enormous fortune that could cover
the budget deficit). The government would guarantee an annual income of 3,6
contos/kilometre (during 50 years), a very high figure considering the low traffic
in those railways. The contract was signed in 14.10.1865; it was approved by
the parliament and turned into law in 21.2.1866).3°

Unfortunately, the company failed to pay the first instalment of the debt.
According to the contract, the government was entitled to be paid immediately
and in full, something that the Southeastern couldn't do, which led to the
termination of the contract (decree of 23.5.1866). The company appealed, but
the ad hoc court decided in favour of the government, who takes hold of the lines
and places them in pubic auction between April and October 1867. The bidding
would go to the company, but the fact is that no one took interest in the railways.
According to the contract, the government could simply take the railways and
turn them into public property. Instead, it authorizes the company to continue
their operations (24.10.1867 decree),*® which didn’t satisfy the stockholders
and bondholders of the Southeastern. They demanded compensation from
the company and they claimed that the Portuguese government should be
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responsible for that compensation, which was completely illogical according to
the contract. They also wanted to take the challenge to British courts, which
was also against the contract that considered the company Portuguese for all
legal purposes.*' Despite the strength of these arguments, the company had
stronger ones such as the influence in the British financial markets. At the time,
the Royal Company also faced financial troubles, as we shall see, and also had
some influence in the Paris financial markets. Portugal was between two fires.*?

In the following years, several attempts to solve this issue were made and
several governments fell trying. By the proposed arrangements, the state would
guarantee the company an income for which it was not responsible, would
forfeit the debt of the company and would get an old railway as if it were new.
As for the company, it would get a bigger profit by not fulfilling the contract.*®

One of these governments decides to evaluate the rail lines and the work of
the company in order to solve this disagreement. The commission nominated
for the task reaches the following figure: 2.376 contos.** The same cabinet also
takes possession of the lines and begins the exploration by the state (decree
of 10.3.1869) and at the same time reinforces the will to pay that value to
the British investors.*® However, in the end, the government was forced to pay
something like 8.325 contos to the British capitalists.*® Portugal was forced to
pay for debts that it had nothing to do with.

The Royal Company of Portuguese railways

After the failure of Peto, the Portuguese turned to a Spanish entrepreneur,
José de Salamanca, another man with large experience in railway building.*’
Salamanca proposes the purchase of the existent line and its extension to Porto
and to the Spanish frontier in exchange of a subsidy to the construction. The
contract is signed on 30.7.1859. A few days after the public tender is open
but it was done in such a fashion that only Salamanca was able to compete.*®®
The final contract was signed on 14.9.1859, but some details weren't accepted
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by the investors that supported Salamanca. Therefore, when the contract is
presented to the parliament, the government guarantees the right of changing
the agreement in case it was necessary. The executive power once again
surmounted the legislative power, so that it could better serve the interests of
the financial markets and at the same time build the so desired railways. On
1860 two other laws (6.6.1860 and 20.12.1860) approve the contract and the
alterations demanded by Salamanca.®

Later that year (19.12.1859), Salamanca forms the Royal Company of the
Portuguese Railways.>® He was the sole stockholder and exclusive contractor.
Even though this wasn’t odd at all (in Spain it was rather common), it could be a
source of problems in the future.> The company had its headquarters in Lisbon,
but there was also a committee in Paris that had the final say on central issues
of the company’s management. When the shares were placed into the market,
the majority of them were bought by French investors.>

The construction began and in four years time the work was done. However
the route of the railroads somewhat diverged from what was decreed in the
contract. This was so: (1) in order to diminish the difficulty and cost of the
work; (2) for political lobbying; and (3) to acknowledge military concerns near
the frontier. These railways should be built with a single track until the income
reached a certain level. When that happened, the company was obliged to
deploy double track. This didn't apply to metal bridges, where the company
was obliged to prepare them as if the railway was double tracked. The Royal
Company tried to unbind itself from such duty, but its reasoning was completely
out of sense. The government tried to force Salamanca to build the bridges as
it was set in the contract, but the fact is that when both lines were open, none
of them had bridges prepared for double track.>®

On the other hand, the contract stated that the northern railway should have
its terminus in Porto, but it ended on the other bank of the Douro river. In 1865
the company wasn't able to reach an agreement with the government regarding
this issue. At the same time it was undergoing severe financial difficulties and it
was unable to pay the interest and the dividend of the issued bonds and shares.
In 1866 an agreement is reached. The company would build the so called fifth
section in exchange of the postponement of the deployment of the double track
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in metal bridges. This contract would never be fulfilled because in that same
year the company declares suspension of all payments.>

In the following months nothing was done apart from more surveys of the
Douro shores. The company blamed the government for its hardships (lack
of roads, delays in approving the project of the Douro bridge and lack of a
continuous communication towards Madrid) and demanded another financial
aid. On his hand, the government couldn’t afford granting another subsidy to the
company. Instead, the minister nominates a inquiry committee that blames the
company for its own problems (insufficient stock capital, excessive bond issuing,
exaggerated expectations, overwhelming influence of Salamanca and the Paris
committee, promiscuous relationship between the board and the contractor,
waste of money, lack of personnel and negligence during construction).
However, at the same time, the inquiry committee recognized the usefulness of
those railways for Portugal and the need to keep on investing on other railways,
giving an edge to the company.>®

The government ended up giving in to the demands of the company,
ordering the fastening of road construction (ordinance of 28.8.1866).°® This
wasn't enough tough, and a new financial aid was in order, without which, the
company could halt the service and the investors could hamper the placement
of Portuguese bonds in the Parisian market.>’

The following government wasn’t eager to spend any more money with the
Royal Company. However, they were forced to negotiate, but an agreement
wasn't reached.*® Time went by and the patience of the businessmen that
had invested their money in the company was running out. In a letter of the
30.6.1868 they remind the government just how the credit of the government
was closely dependent on the credit of the Royal Company.*® Negotiations were
resumed, but nothing would come out of them.®°

Alongside the Southeastern of Portugal, the Royal Company lobbied against
Portugal in the financial markets of Paris and London, impeding the Portuguese
bonds from being placed and bringing enormous difficulties to the kingdom.
The same thing was happening to Spain, at the time. The Spanish companies
asked for new financial endorsements from the state. Political power was
held by a group of revolutionaries that were against new subsidies to those
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companies, however, they were forced to give in and help them.®' In Portugal,
the government was able to solve the issue with the Southeastern of Portugal.
As for the Royal Company, things wouldn't be so easy. In August 1869, the
government asks permission to the parliament to solve any complaints the Royal
Company may have, so that it could definitely shun away all of the obstacles
against the issuing of new bonds, most of which had already disappeared after
the agreement with the British, which also justified the delay in arriving to an
agreement with the Royal Company.

Although it was recognized that the Royal Company had no reasons to
complaint against the government, it was necessary to regain full access to
foreign financial markets. That request was so urgent that it was discussed in
the same day it was presented to the parliament and in the following day it was
brought and approved in its high chamber.®?

Despite this authorization, in 1870 nothing had been settled. In this year,
the Royal Company proposes another agreement, which met the same fate
as all the other attempts, this time due to the beginning of the war between
France and Prussia.®®* The whole conundrum would only be solved between 1873
and 1875 when the government forfeits the traffic tax during 36 years and the
company agrees to build the railway section between Porto and Gaia.

Final remarks

In the beginning of the second half of the 19% century, Portugal wanted
railways desperately. They were regarded as a privileged means to develop
the kingdom and to bring it a little closer to the rest of Europe. To build them
and to achieve that goal almost any sacrifice was allowable. Foreign investors
knew this and they took advantage of it. Some of them enjoyed the protection
of their diplomats or had enough power to manipulate within the London and
Paris financial markets. Their endeavours in Portugal were almost riskless,
because if they profited from the investment, they would take their profit home;
if something went wrong they could lobby against the government in order to
achieve a minimal win.

This was what happened with some companies that invested large sums of
money in Portugal. They promised to build a railway which would bring all the
benefits they were bringing to other countries. Or so it was thought. Then, they
chose some acquainted to build the line. After the contract was signed, they
could make up some excuse to stop the construction and claim compensation
for the work already done. If they had built it, they requested an alteration of
the contract and if they couldn’t fulfil it, they then asked for compensation
for the work done. Finally if they faced some difficulties, they could force the

government to give further help to the needy company under penalty of halting
the service.

Under all of these procedures, there are two major facts. On one hand,
the fact that Portugal was in a dire need of having railways and, when they
were operating, the Portuguese couldn't allow to have the service halted. In
the beginning of the 1890s, the Royal Company once more went through some
severe financial trouble (again due to some reckless investments) that could lead
to a stop in train circulation. At the time, the government and the parliament
were forced to approve some laws that legislated the bankruptcies of railway
companies and that in fact were applied just a few days after to the Royal
Company. Letting all these issues be decided in a court of law was unthinkable
because justice in Portugal was very slow and could postpone the building and
the exploration of railways indefinitely®*.

On the other hand, Portugal was also dependent on the foreign financial
markets to finance the annual budget deficit. The investors behind those
companies had some influence and enjoyed some protection from those
markets. If something went wrong they could always threaten the Portuguese
government with the shutdown of the money flow from Paris or London. In
this sense, Portugal was in the hands of the financial markets and these ones
were powerful enough to determine or force some decisions of the Portuguese
government, which they in fact did.
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
